      MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

August 21, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott,  Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:            

6:30PM – RTC – Mr. Batchelder:  Mr. Batchelder brought the Board up to date on the moving of the oil tank and furnace inside of the main building.  Rymes Heating (Monadnock Fuel) will pump the tank and Davis Oil will dismantle and re-install the furnace.  Mr. Northcott asked Mr. Batchelder if he thought there would be any issues with the large trucks or semi-tractor trailers being able to make the corner of Roxbury Road if the proposed relocation is complete.  Mr. Batchelder said that there is only one tractor-trailer that would be coming to the RTC and he felt there would be no problem.  He indicated that this entrance location was not a tight as the one turning from Route 101 onto Route 124 and there are several trucks that use this route.  There was also discussion regarding the quote received from Cheshire Fencing for the fencing project around the demo.  The quote that was received was for $2,000.  This will be looked at further.  Mr. Batchelder reported that he had some concerns regarding the times in which Monadnock Disposal was picking up the demo and the compactor.  He has addressed these issues with Monadnock Disposal and will let the Board know if there are any further problems.  Mr. Northcott asked about the status of the railroad cars.   Mr. Batchelder left at 6:50pm.

6:50PM – Ms. Lisa Birenbaum –  Ms. Birenbaum came before the Board to request permission to put her five sheep at 138 Main Street, with the grazing area to be behind the house next to the parking lot of the post office.  Mr. Northcott asked what the purpose of these sheep were.  Ms. Birenbaum explained that they are pets and that she is searching for a better home for them.  Mr. Robinson stated that he saw nothing in the ordinance regarding the inability to put them at this location.   Ms. Birenbaum stated that this would be a worse case scenerio placement and that if more suitable accommodations could be made she would do so.  The Board did request that Ms. Birenbaum notify the Town, if and when this will occur.  Ms. Birenbaum left at 7:00pm.

7:00PM - Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to go into non -public session to discuss personnel issues.   Vote was unanimous.

7:30PM – Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Robinson seconded to return to the regular meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

8:00PM – Mr. Spooner – Mr. Spooner reported that he has finally been able to register the Cougar and now he needs the original sale price on the box truck in order to register this vehicle.  He stated that he could have this done by Monday, August 28th.  Mr. Northcott will visit the property prior to the Board meeting and if these items are not complete than the Board will be required to take legal action. Mr. Spooner left at 8:10pm.

8:30PM – Mr. Nichols – Mr. Nichols came before the Board with concerns that the School District has purchased the property on Fitch Court and they are forcing the tenants out within 30 days.  Mr. Nichols has concerns that this is not time enough for them the find new housing and adequately move their belongings.  Chairman Paight suggested that he contact the school district to see if they would consider keeping him and Mrs. Wilcox as tenants until such time as the school board needs the buildings.  After further discussion and concerns Chairman Paight stated that she would contact Mr. Rueher at SAU #29 for further explanations.  Mr. Nichols left at 8:45pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $77,317.80, $999.87 and $32,573.80 and the minutes of the previous meeting, as corrected.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed a permit received from DES for the purpose of constructing a new dam at the property located on Route 12 (Tax Map 5 Lots 71, 72 and 56), which will be known as the St. Pierre Detention Pond.  The Board has asked Mrs. LaPlante to contact DES for further information on this project.

The Board reviewed a request from David Redfield, Jr., Electrical Inspector, regarding changing the billing process for electrical permits.  There was also discussion of the procedure for setting up appointments.  Chairman Paight will look into this further and report back for the next board meeting.

The Board reviewed a request from Mr. and Mrs. David Sundstrom to place a self-contained travel trailer on their property located at 72 Hidden View Drive while their home is being completed due to the sale of their Canada Street home.  The Board agreed to allow a 30-day permit to be issued beginning on the day the closing of the Canada Street house.  

The Board reviewed the E9-1-1 address maps, which were completed.  They signed the acceptance letter and will request an additional four copies for fire, ambulance, police and highway departments.  

The Board reviewed a citizen’s communication regarding her inability to meet her payment arrangements for her back taxes.  After reviewing the account and the situation Chairman Paight moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to approve a withdrawal from the Hemenway Fund of $1,932.95 to be paid to the Town of Marlborough Tax Collector.  Vote was unanimous.  Mrs. LaPlante will notify the treasurer of this request.

The Board reviewed a letter from DES regarding the request for a Dredge and Fill Permit for repairing of the portion of the riverbank by the Fitch Court lower ball field.  DES is still requiring further detailed plans.  Mrs. LaPlante and Mr. Patnode will continue to work on this project.  

Discussion was held regarding the stolen road sign at Hidden View Drive.  The property owners were requesting permission to install a wooden sign.  Mr. Patnode reported that he had no problem with this request as long as the sign was clearly visible.  Mrs. LaPlante will notify the property owners.  

The Board reviewed a quote that was presented by Mr. Patnode for repairs and upgrades to the Fitch Court pump house.  After some discussion, it was decided that Mr. Northcott would contact Mr. Skarinka at DES regarding how we should proceed with this project and then he will contact Mr. Patnode.

Discussion was held regarding the washout on School Street again.  It was suggested that possible tarring of about 15 feet of the top driveways might help to alleviate this problem.  We will discuss this further with Mr. Patnode.  Follow-up discussion will be on the agenda for the August 27th Board meeting.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:35PM.
