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MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

August 23, 2004

The meeting was called to order at 6:28 pm by Chairman Northcott.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight and Mr. Robinson, and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante

APPOINTMENTS:  

6:30PM  – Cemetery Trustees – Mrs. Grace, Mr. Woodward & Mrs. Woodward came before the Selectmen to discuss some issues concerning the Cemetery Ordinances.  There are some questions regarding the definition of  “resident”.  Mr. Robinson feels that these ordinances should be reviewed and consideration be given to the Trustees so they may have authorization to determine who can buy a plot in the Town of Marlborough Cemeteries.  There was also discussion regarding lot availability.

Mr. Robinson asked about the grounds keeping of the cemeteries.  Mr. Woodward expressed that he does not wish to the current contractor do the cemeteries for 2005.  After some discussion, it was decided that the Cemetery Trustees would be responsible for finding a lawn care contractor for the cemeteries in 2005.  They will prepare and post their own request for bids.  The Trustees left at 6:55pm.

6:55PM – Mr. Gorecki – Mr. Gorecki came before the Selectmen to request that speed limit signs be posted at both ends of Thatcher Hill Road.  Mrs. Paight asked about the speed that we could post.  Mr. Gorecki explained that as it stands the speed limit is 35 miles/hour, which is the regulated speed limit in a residential section without signs posted.  

The Selectmen will post a public hearing for September 13, 2004 at the Town Office Conference Room at 7:00PM to present this proposal.  Mr. Gorecki left at 7:08pm.

7:08PM – Mr. Heyman – Mr. Heyman arrived to provide an up-date on the website.  There have been some minor changes to some of the sites.  The site is being well utilized both in and out of the community.  Mr. Heyman will provide an up-to-date backup of the website for security purposes.  

Mr. Heyman asked if he could post a banner on the home page of the website for an announcement for a non-profit organization.  Mr. Robinson had concerns that we would be setting a precedent for other non-profit groups.  The Selectmen will get back with Mr. Heyman after reviewing the topic further. 

 ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest in the amount of $13,291.30.  Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Robinson reported that the Town of Marlborough-Avilite #4 property has been selected for the Brownsfield Project through Southwest Region Planning Commission.  The EPA forms will be completed and returned to SWRPC so that this project may go forward.  

The Board reviewed a request from a citizen regarding road frontage on the Old Route 12.  Chairman Northcott will contact legal council for advice on this request.  

The Board discussed Mr. Heyman’s earlier request.  It was recommended that we have a “Community Bulletin Board” page set up for use by all non-profit groups.  The items for posting would have to come before the Selectmen for review and then would be forwarded to Mr. Heyman to post on the website.  Chairman Northcott will contact Mr. Heyman with this information. 

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:45pm.
