      MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

August 28, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott,  Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $27,547.67 and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

Chairman Paight reviewed the information regarding the School District purchase of Wilcox property located on Fitch Court.  She has contacted Mr. Nichols in response to his concerns, which were addressed at the August 21st meeting.

The Board reviewed several building permits.

The Board reviewed the final revaluation figures, which had been delivered by Mr. Marazoff of Cross Country Appraisal.  

Mr. Northcott brought the Board up to date regarding in contact with Mr. Skarinka, DES, regarding the Fitch Court Well.  Mr. Skarinka has agreed that the town contact Mr. Hitchcock to look into research and engineering for future project of a new well before we complete any changes to the current Fitch Court well house.  Mr. Northcott has talked with Mr. Patnode to reassure him that the town will not be in violation should we not complete the upgrade at the present time.  The only requirement that Mr. Skarinka is recommended be done this year is to place a grate over the open area where the pump is in the Fitch Court Well house for safety purposes.  

The Board reviewed the electrical inspector’s concerns.  Mr. Redfield had concerns regarding the number of calls he is receiving for instruction for installation rather than inspections.  Mr. Redfield asked if the appointments for inspections could be handled in the selectmen’s office rather that at his home.  The Board will look into these options further.  The Board also discussed the fees for all permits issued.  It was decided to check with the area towns to see how they handle the fees for these items.  

Mr. Northcott reported that he did an inspection on the property at 59 Main Street to see if any progress had been made in the clean up requested by the town.  At this time there were no significant changes made.  Mr. Robinson motioned and Mr. Northcott seconded to turn this issue over to legal council for further action.  Vote was unanimous.  Mrs. LaPlante will contact Attorney Serge regarding the request to continue proceedings.

Mr. Robinson brought up the recommendation from the City of Keene, Wastewater Treatment, regarding the requirements of building codes to use plastic tubing instead of copper for future plumbing.  We will continue to look into this with Keene.  

Mrs. LaPlante presented a draft letter for the first call for 2007 Budget Proposal.   The Board agreed with the date of October 2, 2006 for the first budget drafts to be into the selectmen’s office.  

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to cancel the Selectmen’s Meeting on Monday, September 4, 2006 due to the Labor Day Holiday.  Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:15PM.
