      MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

September 11, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott,  Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:            

6:30PM – MHD – Mr. Patnode – Discussion was held regarding the Roxbury Road relocation onto Route 101.  The NHDOT roadway cut permit has been received and Mr. Patnode has reviewed.  Mr. Robinson asked if the pavement that was there be completely removed or would we use other means to build the curbing and drainage systems on the corner.  Mr. Patnode will contact Mr. Fish and Mr. Smith of NHDOT and review the project.  Chairman Paight asked about the status of the new truck.  Mr. Patnode reported that due to a union strike the delivery has been extended to October 10th instead of September 17th.  There was also discussion as to what would be done with the old truck.  It was decided that once the new truck is in and completely operational that the old truck would be put out for bid.  

6:45PM – Rev. Ayers, Federated Church and Ms. LaClair – Reverend Ayers came before the Board to discuss some of the missions that the church is looking into.  She was also looking into what resources the town may have to help throughout the community.  Mr. Robinson stated that the town has looked to the church for assistance in the past and we look forward to continuing that relationship.  Mr. Northcott suggested that Reverend Ayers contact the Welfare Administrator to help understand the criteria that is used to determine eligibility for assistance.  There was also discussion regarding other missions and projects that the church is looking to work on.  Reverend Ayers and Ms. LaClair left at 7:05pm.

7:05PM – Mr. Fletcher, Town Moderator – Mr. Fletcher came before the Board to review some election procedures which needed to occur for elections on Tuesday, September 12th.  Mr. Fletcher reminded the Board that they must have representative at the voting place during the day.  He also explained that they would be using the new voting machine for this election.  Mr. Fletcher also asked about the possibility of getting 20 minute parking for the two spaces in front of the Community House and also for the Community House parking lot.  We will look into getting signs for the November 7th election.  The Board of Selectmen has the authority to regulate the parking on Main Street and as a representative of the church Mr. Robinson gave permission for posting of the signs in the Community House Parking Lot.  Mr. Fletcher left at 7:30pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $18,586.68, $12,658.53 and $7,235.41 and the minutes, as amended, of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

Mr. Northcott met with Chief Lamoureax and Captain Morel to discuss the Paramedic Intercept issue. Mr. Northcott explained that according to NH RSA’s the town is responsible for providing ambulance service to the town therefore, they are ultimately responsible for the above mentioned intercept program.  Chief Lamoureax suggested that an addendum be written by the town’s legal council to state that any billing that is incurred as a result of this agreement be made to the Marl-Harris Ambulance Squad.  Mr. Northcott reported to Chief Lamoureax that the Town of Marlborough pays nothing toward the ambulance service and that all negotiations should be directed to the Marl-Harris Board of Directors.  A copy of this agreement has been forwarded to legal council and we are awaiting Attorney Serge’s response.

Discussion was held regarding the letter received from the Society for Protection of NH Forest, regarding the property on Roxbury Road, requesting the town to reconsider its decision to accept the donation.  The Society wishes to recoup the funds it will have invested into this project which amount of $4,307 at the present time.   After further discussion the Board agreed to notify the Society that is does not wish to accept this parcel at this time.  Chairman Paight will contact the Society by letter.

The Board reviewed the Petition received from Attorney Serge on the Kilpatrick Case.  The Petitioned was signed and will be returned to Attorney Serge for filing.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:12PM.
