PUBLIC HEARING MINUTES

September 12, 2005

Chairman Robinson called the public hearing to order at 7:00PM.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight, Mr. Northcott, Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante and Mr. Matt Suchodolski.   There were no members of the public present.

The purpose of this public hearing is to provide an annual update on The Mountain Corporation’s Community Development Block Grant.  Notice of this hearing was posting in the Keene Sentinel.  Also postings were at the Town Hall, Library, Post Office and Recycling/Transfer Center.

There were no representatives of the public present.  

Mr. Suchodolski provided a handout showing the status of the grant.  Mr. Suchodolski reported that 21 of the required 35 jobs have been created.  The two businesses, Mt. Corp and Tree Free Greetings, have a potential for 186 jobs.

Chairman Robinson asked what would happen if the commitment of 35 jobs was not met, would there be a possible repayment required.   The Board wanted to know what the town’s liability would be if the obligation were not met.  Mr. Suchodolski assured that the Board that there would be no liability to the town based on the original grant application.

There were no further questions from the public.  The Board thanked Mr. Suchodolski for attending the hearing.

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn the public hearing.  Vote was unanimous.  Hearing adjourned at 7:10PM.
