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MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

September 13, 2004

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 pm by Chairman Northcott.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight and Mr. Robinson, and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante

APPOINTMENTS:  

6:30PM – Recreation Committee, Mr. Miner, Mr. Richards, Mr. Ferranti, and Mr. Mitchell -  Mr. Ferranti  spoke to the Board regarding the Recreation Committee’s meeting with Mr. Wilber and Mr. Southwell regarding the basketball leagues.  The Recreation Committee had some questions regarding liability insurance for.  Mr. Robinson explained that the Town has liability insurance coverage but the Town does not carry a health insurance policy for participants in the recreation programs.  They also discussed this issue of scheduling gym time and that they are working with the school and other outside groups on this problem.  

Mr. Ferranti spoke about the erosion problem at the Town Beach.  He asked how this should be presented to the town.  Chairman Northcott suggested that the proposal and its cost be presented to the Town as a warranted article at the March Annual Meeting.  Mr. Robinson stated that the article could be placed on the warrant by the Selectmen and did not necessarily have to be done by a petitioned article.  

The Recreation Committee asked the Board if there was any way that the Recreation Committee or the Town could provide a donation to Mr. Wilber’s Basketball Program, which is for Kindergarten through 8th grade Marlborough Children.  This donation would be to help those children who may not be able to pay the tuition to place in this league.  Mr. Robinson explained that this could not be done at this time because the league is not under the Recreation Department’s jurisdiction and therefore the Town would be setting a precedent for other organization.  The Recreation Committee members left at 6:55pm.

Mr. Robinson moved to recess the regular meeting for the purpose of conducting the Public Hearing.  Mrs. Paight seconded.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting was recessed at 7:00PM.

Mr. Robinson moved to return to the regular meeting.  Mrs. Paight seconded.  Vote was unanimous.  The regular meeting of the Board was reconvened at 7:15pm.

7:16 PM – Citizen arrived to follow-up on status of back tax payments.  Left at 7:20pm.

7:20PM – Ed Goss, Southwest Region Planning Commission – Hazardous Mitigation work continued.  Also present were Mr. Rice, Mr. Davidian, and Mr. Carley.  The final items were discussed and now the document will be sent to FEMA for review and approval.  After FEMA approval then this will come back to the Selectmen for final adoption.

The Selectmen thanked Mr. Goss for all of his time spent working with the Town on this project and wished him well in his future endeavors.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest in the amount of $5,236.30.  Vote was unanimous.

Chairman Northcott informed the Board about the findings from our attorney on the past Chaffee Case.  

Chairman Northcott brought the Board up-to-date regarding the question of road frontage on the old Route 12.  Legal council has advised the Board to send a letter to the property owner explaining that the lot in question is not a buildable lot and if they have a right to appeal to the Zoning Board of Adjustment.  

Chairman Northcott reviewed the status of the Water Audit.  The representatives from Northeast Rural Water Association,  Ti-Sales, Mrs. LaPlante, Mr. Patnode and Chairman Northcott did on-site visits of the Town’s pump house on Fitch Court and Pleasant Streets and also visited the Mountain Corporation to view the meter systems installed.  Mr. Clang of Northeast Rural Water Association recommended that we install a time-meter at the pump house on Fitch Court to help monitor the time the pump actually runs to help us determine the accuracy of the meter.  The Board will contact Mr. Redfield to see about the cost of this process.  Chairman Northcott will report back to the Board at the September 27th meeting.

The Search Committee for the Federated Church has asked if there is a tax liability for renting the parsonage for 9months to a year.  This is normally a tax-exempt property for religious purposes.  This question will be brought to legal council.

The Board reviewed a complaint from a citizen regarding a large number of cars on a residential lot on Ryan Road.  This will be further investigated.

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at
