      MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

September 18, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott,  Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:            

6:30PM – RTC – Mr. Batchelder Mr. Batchelder reported that the boxcars are ready to be disposed of as soon as the power is moved.   He stated that Harrisville no longer wants them.  Chairman Paight suggested that we advertise to get rid of them.  Mr. Batchelder will get the details to Mrs. LaPlante and we will then place in advertisement in various publications.  Mr. Robinson asked Mr. Batchelder if we move one of the cars would there be room to place the slab down for the new dock.  Mr. Batchelder thought that there would be room for this to occur.  Mr. Batchelder reported that everything else was going along ok.  Mr. Batchelder left at 6:50pm.

6:50PM – Mr. Young – Mr. Youngs came before the Board with a question on the assessment of the guest house located on his property.  Mr. Young provided figures over the previous 5 years and provided comparison properties for the Board’s review.  Chairman Paight asked if the Board would look into this issue before abatements are due or have Mr. Youngs submit a request for abatement after the second issue tax bill has been issued.  It was decided that the Board would contact Mr. Marazoff of Cross Country Appraisal to take another look at this property.  The guest house is an accessory building and can’t be used as a rental property or as a second primary resident on the property.  Mr. Young left at 7:10pm.

7:10pm  - Mr. Gavrin, Conservation Commission – Mr. Gavrin had questions regarding the authorization given to the Little Monadnock Family Trails to cross town property to maintain the trails and bridges along the Rail Trail.  He is concerned about the trail bikes being allowed on the trail, as many landowners feel that they own parts of the trail and not the town.  Any some discussion the Board agreed that is the landowners have any problems then they must come before the Board.  There was also discussion regarding an amendment to the agreement that would include a map showing the designated areas of the trail.  Mr. Gavrin left at 7:30pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $21,241.07 and $753.89 and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board discussed the parking issue on Fitch Court near the wellhead and ball flats.  Detective LaMears reported to Mr. Northcott that the roadway is vary narrow for passing traffic during the games and he suggested that maybe Mr. Patnode would move the fence back a little to widen the way for 2 way passing.  Mr. Northcott suggested that we have Det. LaMears speak with Mr. Patnode regarding this.

The Board discussed the Solar Energy exemption and the amounts that are exempted.  There was a question from the Town Clerk on how this exemption was calculated in the past and should any adjustments be made as a result oaf the re-valuation.  Mrs. LaPlante will look into the guidelines.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 7:48PM.
