MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

September 20, 2004

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 pm by Chairman Northcott.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight and Mr. Robinson, and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante

APPOINTMENTS:  

6:45PM – Mr. Crofut , 11 Water Street – Mr. Crofut came before the Board to discuss a complaint he has regarding the tractor trailers loading and unloading materials at the Mountain Corporation.  Mr. Crofut reported that the trucks are backing up to the docks and blocking the roadway causing people to have to drive on the wrong side of the road to exit Water Street.  He also complained that they are pulling in at 4:00am and idling the trucks for long periods of time. Mr. Crofut stated that he had spoken to the plant manager to try and resolve this issue but has had no success.  Mr. Crofut presented photographs for the Board review.  He stated that his concern is for safety and also the noise level.  

Mr. Robinson explained that this has been a manufacturing facility for many years and that adjustments have been made concerning safety issues.  Mr. Robinson also asked Mr. Crofut if he has directly contacted Mr. Krinsksy regarding this problem.  After reviewing the issue the Board felt that there were no violations of Town Ordinances.  The Board will write a letter to Mr. Krinsky regarding this matter.  Mr. Crofut left at 7:10pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest in the amount of $6,458.40.  Vote was unanimous.

Chairman Northcott reviewed a letter received from Attorney Mayer regarding the Chaffee properties.  The Board will need to do an on-site review and document the vehicles and items that are on the property and report back to the Attorney Mayer with our findings.

Chairman Northcott also reviewed the question of the Parsonage Rental with legal counsel and he advised, “Usage is what defines the exemption status”.  There was also discussion regarding the exemption status of the Community House.  This will be further discussed at a later date.

Mr. Robinson reported that the Community House has been reserved for November 1, 2, and 3 for the purpose of holding the presidential elections.  There have been concerns regarding ADA and also the distraction for the school children on Election Day.  This will also be further discussed.  

Chairman Northcott brought the Board up to date on the Zlamal Case and the recommendations from legal counsel.

The Board reviewed Mr. Keating’s questions regarding road frontage for property located on an old class six road.  Mr. Robinson referred to  “Town Policy #15 Issuance of Building Permits on Class VI Highways”.

Chairman Northcott reported on the Life Saving Award presentation that was held in Swanzey.  Officer LaMears and 3 other Swanzey Officers were honored at the presentation.

The Board reviewed the new welfare guidelines and rates.  Mrs. Paight moved to accept the new welfare guidelines.  Mr. Robinson seconded.  Vote was unanimous.  A copy of the complete regulations and guidelines are in the Welfare Office.

Mr. Robinson reported on the clean up dive that was conducted at Stone Pond by the Monadnock Dive Team.  The team reported excellent results; they only obtained about one trash bag of items from the pond.  The Team reported that we have an excellent area here. 

Mr. Robinson asked the Administrative Assistant to provide an electronic copy of the Towns Emergency Operations Plan to the Town of Antrim’s Emergency Management Director.  They are just beginning their process. 

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 

8:55 pm.
