      MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

September 25, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott,  Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:            

6:30PM – Mr. Ferranti, Mr. Mitchell and Mr. Miner, Recreation Committee – The members of the recreation committee had concerns regarding the parking issues at Fitch Court.  Mr. Ferranti suggested that the trees be cut on the Fitch Court side of the skateboard park and then maybe have the highway department bring in some gravel to level off the area to give people a place to park now that parking is not allowed near the well head protection area.    The recreation department members will mark off the trees and then the Board will schedule a time to go view the site and then Mr. Patnode will be notified regarding the cutting of the trees.  The recreation committee members left at 6:55pm.

7:00PM – Mr. Weston – Mr. Weston came before the Board to discuss the electrical inspector position for the Town of Marlborough.  Mr. Weston has been working for Mr. Redfield and has been doing inspections with Mr. Redfield and he is aware of the process.  The Board explained that these inspections would be completed after his regular work hours.  Chairman Paight asked if he any questions for the Board.  His only question was regarding any meetings that he would be required to attend.  Chairman Paight explained that the Board would be meeting with another candidate and we would notify him of the decision.  Mr. Weston left at 7:30pm.

7:45PM – Mr. Spooner – Mr. Spooner came before the Board to continue his discussion regarding the clean-up of the property located at 59 Main Street.  He explained that his funding situation has kept him from continuing to do such clean up.  Mr. Robinson explained that the landowners have been given more than ample opportunities to comply with the local ordinance and that no further extension will be granted.  Mr. Spooner asked if the situation was cleaned up before the court date would charges to discontinue.  The Board reported that all items must be completed with in the time stated in the court documents.  Mr. Spooner also asked about a lean to for storage of lawnmowers and snow blowers,   Mr. Robinson stated that a building permit is required.  He also asked about a temporary structure, like a portable garage.  Mr. Robinson explained that these are seasonable type structures.  Mr. Spooner left at 8:00pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $25,484.77 and $332.46 and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed the letter received from the Davis’ at 257 Main Street.  They provided the Board with an outline of the property and showed that the land is only .5 acres instead of 1.8 acres as shown on the current property card.   After researching the file Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjust the legal acres of the property to .5 acres.  Vote was unanimous.  Mrs. LaPlante will notify Mr. & Mrs. Davis regarding this change.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to recess until Wednesday, September 27, 2006 at 3:15pm   Vote was unanimous.  Meeting recessed at 8:25PM.
