MINUTES OF THE SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


                       SEPTEMBER 28, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 6:45PM by Chairman Paight.  Also present was Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:  

6:30PM – RTC – Mr. Batchelder -  Mr. Northcott asked about the glass crusher.  Mr. Batchelder stated that it was back in operation with no problems.  Mr. Batchelder said that they burned the brush pile today.  He also stated he was looking into a grant to purchase of a second baler.  The town would have to pay for half of the baler and the grant would pay the other half.  Chairman Paight asked about the status of the electrical move at the RTC.  Mr. Batchelder left at 7:50pm.    

7:10PM – Mr. Orkins -  He spoke with the Board regarding the placement of the Lion’s Club Signs at the entrance to town.  He needs to look into the right-of-way issue on Route 101.  He discussed the placement of a sign at the town lot near Canada Street.  The Board reviewed the town ordinance regarding placement of a sign off the right-of-way.  Mr. Orkins will take the permit to the next meeting of the Lion’s Club for completion and return it for approval.  Mr. Orkins left at 7:25pm.  

ADMINISTRATIVE:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $27,283.29 and minutes of previous meeting.   Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed a letter from a citizen regarding an incident with the police on September 24, 2009.  Det. LaMears reviewed the issue with the Board for further consideration.   It will be placed on filed.

The Board reviewed the letter from SVE on behalf of Skriverby regarding the completion of the project at 288-290 Main Street.  The parking lot and landscaping will only be partially completed at the present time.  They plan to complete these items once a tenant is found for the second building that was authorized for this lot.

Chairman Paight reviewed the status of the auction at 258 Main Street.  St. Jean Auction will be doing this at the appropriate time.   There has still been no response from the previous owners regarding possible buy back.   

The Board reviewed the issue of the vacancy on the Budget Advisory Committee.  Several options were reviewed.  

There still has been no building, electrical or plumbing permits submitted by the residents at 347 Main Street.  The 30-day period for living in the travel trailer expired on Sept. 24th.  The Board requested that the police department visit be sure that the family is not still residing in the trailer.  Chairman Paight contacted Mrs. Torelli, Health Officer, regarding the status of the sewer pipe issue.    Mrs. Torelli reported that the administrative order for the sanitation issue has been lifted.   

The Board reviewed the possibility of disconnecting some streetlights in town.  They will review them and determine which ones will be considered.  Chairman Paight reported that PSNH would charge approximately $130 per light for removal.  At the present rate of $9.00 per month per light, the town would not see any savings for 14 months.  

Chairman Paight reviewed a request from the tenant at 160 Jaffrey Road to bring the trash, which was left by previous tenant, to the RTC and have the town bill Mr. Chase, property owner, for the removal.  Mr. Guptill has asked if a metal removal garage is a taxable shelter.  It was determined that we do not tax this type of structure.  

The Board reviewed a building permit for the completion of a family room at 50 Troy Road.  Permit was approved.

The Board reviewed the state application for an automotive inspection station at 99 Main Street.  The Selectmen concurred that the applicant met the local ordinances. 

The Board reviewed the letter from Brackett GeoScience regarding the Post Closure Monitoring of the RTC.  Mr. Brackett is working with NHDES to make this monitoring a bi-annual versus annual requirement which would save the town approximately $700 every other year.

Mr. Northcott reviewed the letter from Underwood Engineering regarding the manholes.  Mr. Hitchcock will look into the issue of the open brickwork, which can’t be in the wellhead area.

Mr. Northcott reported that Mr. Vernon has submitted the environmental impact report to RDA.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Voted was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:25pm.
