MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 




January 13, 2003

Meeting was called to order at 6:30pm.  Present were Chairman Lawrence Robinson, Selectmen John Northcott, Gina Paight, and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante. 

Also present were Ken Kerber, William Hale and Rufus Frost as members of the Budget Advisory Committee. 

DEPARTMENT HEADS – MHD

Mr. Patnode arrived at 6:30pm.  There was a review of the snow removal overtime budget.  Mr. Patnode stated that the equipment was holding up well.  The sander was down and has since been repaired. 

 Mrs. Paight asked about the warranty work that is to be done on the roof of the highway garage.  Mr. Patnode stated that the materials had been delivered on January 10th and the work will be done later.  

The Board complimented Mr. Patnode on a job well done on the roads over the past couple of weeks.   Mr. Patnode left at 6:40 pm.

APPOINTMENT:

Mr. Goodrich and Mr. Lewis arrived at 6:30pm.  Mr. Goodrich presented a survey map of the Elmer Derby property at the end of Highland Avenue which Mr. Lewis is looking to purchase.  There was a discussion regarding the right-of-way into the second Derby lot and also the possibility of deeding a piece of property at the end of Highland Avenue to define a place for public turn-around to be maintained by the town.  Chairman Robinson asked about this right-of-way (off School Street) being paved due to an already existing drainage problem.  Mr. Goodrich explained the drainage patterns in that area that would be involved in the development of the Derby property.

The Board agreed that they see no problem with the access request from the School Street right-of-way and also the turn-around at the end of Highland Avenue.  

Mrs. Paight stated that if all is settled in time we would need a warrant article at the March 11th  Town Meeting for the Town to accept the deeding of property at the end of Highland Avenue for the purpose of a turn-around to be maintained by the Town.

Mr. Lewis and Mr. Goodrich left at 7:10pm.

BUDGET REVIEW

The Board of Selectmen and the Budget Advisory Committee continued to review the budget proposal for 2003. The draft copy of the warrant was reviewed.   Several items were discussed and changes were recommended.  Chairman Robinson instructed the Administrative Assistant to make all recommended changes and to report the adjusted budget proposal at the January 20th meeting.  The Budget Advisory Committee left at 10:00pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:
Mrs. Paight made a motion to accept the minutes and signed manifest, Mr. Northcott seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Chairman Robinson informed the Board that he received a call from a citizen regarding a certified letter they received.  Chairman Robinson returned the call and left a message that a Site Plan Review was still needed and until such time as that is completed there will be a cease and desist order in place. There will also be a fine of $250.00/day for everyday that they are in violation of the Zoning Ordinance.

Chairman Robinson presented a sample warrant article for the support of LCHIP (Land and Community Heritage Investment Program) for the Boards review.  The Board agreed to place this on the warrant for March 11th meeting.

Chairman Robinson also requested permission to speak with Southwest Region Planning regarding tax maps.  Mrs. Paight moved, Mr. Northcott seconded. Vote was unanimous.

Chairman Robinson instructed the Administrative Assistant to contact Avitar to provide a bid for us on the partial re-evaluation being planned for 2003.  She will also contact DRA for other possibilities.

Mr. Northcott moved, Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 10:05pm.
