MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

January 24, 2005

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Northcott.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight, Mr. Robinson and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.   

6:30PM - Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to go into non-public session per RSA91-A:3c.   Vote was unanimous.

7:10PM – Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to return to public session.  Vote was unanimous.

APPOINTMENT:

7:25PM  -Mr. Krinsky – Mr. Krinsky brought before the Board the petition article regarding the bond issue for land conservation project.  Mr. Krinsky stated that he would be doing a mailing in February to help explain the purpose of the project.  Mr. Krinsky left at 7:50pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest for $8,963.96 & $20,892.77.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed a request from the Welfare Administrative for assistance from the Hemenway Fund.  Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to authorize the treasurer to issue a check in the amount of $512.17.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed a request from Mrs. Orkins to destroy property inventory forms for 1998.  According to the records retention standards these may now be destroyed.  Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Northcott discussed the possibility of the town offering 3 different health insurance plans to its employees.  The representative from the Local Government Center presented several options with pricing.  This would be an opportunity for both the town and the employees to save on health insurance cost.  The Board decided to set up a meeting after the March 8th town meeting for all employees to meet with the Local Government Center Representative to explain all options and then make the determination of coverage they desire.  

The Board continues to review the 2005 Budget proposal in preparation for the public hearing on Thursday, February 3rd.  

The Board discussed the possibility of doing a change of use for an existing capital reserve fund.  There was also discussion regarding the expenditure of capital reserves funds during a fiscal year as long as the Selectmen have been designated as agents to expend when the reserve was established.  Mrs. LaPlante will be meeting the area administrative assistance and a representative from Dept. of Revenue Administration on Thursday and she will get the answers to these questions.  Chairman Northcott will also contact legal council regarding this issue.

 Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to recess until Friday, January 28th at 3:00pm.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting was recessed at 9:00PM.
