MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 




January 27, 2003

Meeting was called to order at 6:30pm.  Present were Chairman Lawrence Robinson, Selectmen John Northcott, Gina Paight, and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante. 

Also present were Ken Kerber and Rufus Frost as members of the Budget Advisory Committee. 

Mr. Crowell arrived at 6:35pm to discuss the 911 mapping status.  He has the may that they would like the Selectmen to review and sign off.  There was a brief discussion regarding a couple of the road names that could be a possible liability to the Town.  Mr. Northcott suggested that we send a letter to the residence of Shaker Farm Road North regarding this possible liability and that we welcome any suggestion from them.  Mr. Crowell stated that we don’t want to sign off on the preliminary map until we make a decision on the possible name changes.  Mr. Crowell left at 7:00pm.

APPOINTMENTS:

The Selectmen and the Budget Advisory Committee continued its review of the proposed 2003 Budget at 7:05pm.  Chairman Robinson stated that the Budget Advisory would have 30 minutes to present their recommendations on the 2003 Budget.  Mr. Frost and Mr. Kerber presented some possible changes.  The Budget Advisory left at 8:05 pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mrs. Paight moved, Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the signed manifest and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.

The Selectmen continued to review the recommendations of the Budget Advisory and instructed the Administrative Assistant to make the necessary changes in the proposed budget.

The Selectmen reviewed the warrant articles.  They have instructed the Administrative Assistant to forward a draft copy to DRA for approval.  

The question of changing the Water & Sewer Billing to bi-annual was discussed.  Mr. Northcott stated that he had spoken with several residence and they were in favor of such a change, as they would not be receiving their tax bills and water bills at the same time.  

A motion was made by Mr. Northcott to change the Water & Sewer Billing to March and September.  This motion was seconded by Mrs. Paight.  Vote was unanimous.    

Chairman Robinson asked the Administrative Assistant to prepare a preliminary budget sheet for presentation to the public at the hearing on Monday, February 3, 2003.  

Mrs. Paight made a motion to recess this meeting to Thursday, January 30th at 3:30pm.  Mr. Northcott seconded the motion.  Vote was unanimous.  

Chairman Robinson instructed the Administrative Assistant to invite the Moderator to the reconvened meeting.  

Meeting recessed at 10:15pm.
