MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

January 31, 2005

The meeting reconvened at 6:30pm by Chairman Northcott.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight, Mr. Robinson and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante.   

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM – MHD – Mr. Patnode -  Mr. Patnode was asked to come in this evening to help the Board with questions regarding the status of the Dump Truck and the Grader.  Mr. Patnode reported that we could wait another year on replacing the dump truck.  Chairman Northcott explained that there is a proposed warrant article to change to use of an existing capital reserve fund that would allow the town to look at a used grader in 2005.  Mr. Patnode will go back to the representatives and look into possibilities.  Mr. Patnode left at 6:40pm.

6:45PM – Mr. Goodrich – Mr. Goodrich brought the draft survey of the Avilite/Knight property for clarification.  Upon completion of this survey the Selectmen will ask for a hearing with the Planning Board for a boundary line adjustment.  Mr. Goodrich had some questions regarding the identification of a point on the boundary.  Mr. Robinson indicated that previously the “oak tree” was the marking point.   Mr. Robinson explained that this is a detail that needs to be completed in order to move forward with the Brownsfield Project.    Mr. Goodrich left at 7:10pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meetings and the manifest in the amount of $7,806.06.  Vote was unanimous.

Discussion was held regarding the reduction of hours for the clerk’s position in the Selectmen’s Office.  Mrs. LaPlante outlined a proposed schedule which would be effective February 14, 2005 as our current clerk is going to a full-time position elsewhere but will continue to provide part-time hours in our office.  There was a question of the covering of the welfare administrator position.  

Chairman Northcott advised the Selectmen that a warrant article needed to be added for the purpose of erosion control on the town beach.  Mr. Linders has checked into the estimated cost of this project and it will be around $15,000.00.  Mrs. LaPlante will add this to the draft warrant.

Mrs. Tilton asked about a warrant article for the library oil tank removal and replacement.  That article will also be added to the draft warrant.  The cost will be around $8000.00. 

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting was recessed at 8:405PM.
