MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 




January 6, 2003

Meeting was called to order at 6:30pm.  Present were Chairman Lawrence Robinson, Selectmen John Northcott, Gina Paight, and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante. 

Also present were Ken Kerber and Rufus Frost as members of the Budget Advisory Committee. 

DEPARTMENT HEADS – MPD

Chief Dodge arrived at 6:43pm.  Chief Dodge made the Board aware that they may be receiving some complaints regarding the police coverage.  State Police have been covering during the absence of one officer.  The search is still in process for a replacement for Sgt. Chamberlain.  Chief Dodge left at 6:55pm.

BUDGET REVIEW

The Board of Selectmen and the Budget Advisory Committee continued to review the budget proposal for 2003.  Several items were discussed and changes were recommended.  Chairman Robinson instructed the Administrative Assistant to make all recommended changes and to report the adjusted budget proposal at the January 13th meeting.  Mr. Frost and Mr. Kerber left at 10:00pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:
Mr. Northcott made a motion to accept the minutes as amended, Mrs. Paight seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed a letter received from Attorney Robert Ciandella of Donahue, Tucker & Ciandella regarding the proposed transfer of Cable Television Franchise.   Mrs. Paight made a motion to pass a resolution authorizing the Administrative Assistant to provide written consent on behalf of the Town to the proposed transfer of control.  Mr. Northcott seconded the motion.  Vote was unanimous.

Mrs. Paight reported Mr. Trusty would like to continue renting the upstairs room of the Town Hall.  Mr. Trusty indicated that he would only be working out of the office one day and would like the Board to consider reducing the rent to $150.00/month.  He has been doing some work on the windows.  Mr. Trusty also stated that if there was someone who wanted to rent the upstairs for a longer use that he would move out.  The Board voted unanimously to accept the reduced rent.

A letter was received from Mr. Webster regarding the reading of the water meters for the fourth quarter billing.  Mr. Webster asked the Board to consider allowing the water bills to be estimated for the quarter due to the extreme snow condition.  The Board decided that the meters should be read and only estimates be made on those residence that were not reachable due to the snow accumulation.  

Mrs. Paight moved, Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 10:30pm.
