      MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

October 2, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott,  Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:            

6:30PM – MPD - Chief Lyons –  Chief Lyons introduced Mr. Louis Gendron from Gateway Motors.  Mr. Gendron provided the Board with various financial options for the upcoming cruiser replacement and also the cost of a third vehicle.  The police department is looking into obtaining a third cruiser, which will be a 4-wheel drive model.  There were options provided for both a Ford Explorer and a F150 Ford 

4 x 4 Super Crew.  Mr. Robinson asked Chief Lyons what his preference is between the Explorer and the Truck.  Chief Lyons explained that the pick-up truck is becoming more popular in police departments.  There is more capacity for investigative equipment and things like that but they also provide the large back seat area for criminal transporting.  He stated that he has no real preference.  There was discussion regarding the Municipal Lease Program, which has a non-funding clause, and the town may be able to purchase/lease prior to the town’s budget meeting.  It was suggested that legal council be contacted prior to taking on something like this.  Mr. Gendron left at 7:25pm.   Chief Lyons provided gas mileage comparisons on both models.  He also provided information on the GMC pick-up, which they are also looking into.  Department issues and budgets were reviewed.  Chief Lyons left at 8:00pm.

8:00PM Mrs. Orkins, Town Clerk –  Mrs. Orkins came in to talk about the water meter repair issues.  There are still several repairs that have not been completed and Keating’s has had over 3 months to make these repairs.  Mr. Northcott suggested that we invite Mr. Keating to the next meeting to review these issues.  

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $163,076.427 and $31.44 and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

Mrs. LaPlante reviewed the MS-1 figures that were submitted to DRA with the Board.  

Mr. Youngs property adjustment was discussed.  After some discussion Mrs. LaPlante was instructed to send Mr. Youngs a letter with the revised figures.  

Discussion was held regarding the start of the 2007 Budget Process.  The Board decided to invite the Budget Advisory Committee to its regular meeting on Monday, October 9th to setup a preliminary meeting schedule and to handout the draft budget proposal to date.

The Board reviewed a written request from the Marlborough Elementary School PTA regarding the Town’s ability to remove some hazardous materials from the playground.  The Board felt that this request should go before the School Board.   Mrs. LaPlante will notify the PTA Chairperson.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.   Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:45PM.
