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MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

October 4, 2004

The meeting was called to order at 6:35 pm by Chairman Northcott.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight and Mr. Robinson, and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante

APPOINTMENTS:  

6:35pm – Chief Dodge – Chief Dodge reported that the activity level has backed down somewhat.  He has been working on the up-dates for the Police Department Policy Manual.  He brought the Board up to date on the Regional Prosecutor’s program.  Two new towns have been accepted to the program.  There will now be a total of eight towns in the program.  Chief Dodge also asked about the changing of the polling place for the November 2nd presidential election.  The Board informed him that they had voted to move the polling place to the Community House on Main Street.  Chief Dodge will plan to staff the crosswalk for the total time period that the polls are open.  Chief Dodge reported that he would be hiring a back-up crossing guard.  

7:00PM – The Board recognized Officer LaMears for his assistance in saving the life of a young boy involved in a motor vehicle accident while assisting the Town of Swanzey Police Department in breaking up a party.  Congratulations were extended to Officer LaMears for a job well done.  

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to go into non-public session per RSA 91-A:3c.  Vote was unanimous.  The Board went into non-public session at 7:35pm.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to return to public session.  Vote was unanimous.  The Board returned to public session at 7:50pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest in the amount of 20,301.79.  Vote was unanimous.

Chairman Northcott reported that a list was compiled of items that were possibly in violation of the Chaffee agreement and will send the list to the attorney for review and recommendation on proceedings.

Following up on the Balla property located on Route 12, Mrs. LaPlante spoke with Mr. Fish, DOT, regarding the abandonment of Old Route 12.  Mr. Fish reported that the State has never abandoned Route 12 nor has it been turned over to the Towns of Troy and Marlborough.  Ms. Balla’s letter was forwarded to the Zoning Board of Adjustment for further review.

Chairman Northcott brought up the issue of the Town Office sign needing to be replaced.  It was suggested that the Board place this in the 2005 budget proposal and get quotes for the completion of this job.

Meredith Cooper and Jeff Porter of Southwest Regional Planning Commission will be holding a conference call with Mr. Robinson on Friday, October 8 to discuss the progress of the Brownfield Project for the Avilite property owned by the Town of Marlborough.

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at
