MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

October 16, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:20pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:            

6:20PM – RTC – Mr. Batchelder – Discussion continued regarding the removal of the boxcars. 

 Scrap-It will bring up their cutters and dismantle the boxcars and will also assist our RTC crew in cleaning up the wood scrape from this project.  They will not charge the town for this service as they will recoup their expenses from the scrap metal.  We are continuing to receive quotes for moving the electrical box from the boxcars.   Mr. Batchelder reported that the fuel tank has been moved inside and the furnace has also been moved.  Mr. Batchelder reported that his budget would remain the same as last year with the exception of the COLA increases in wages.   Mr. Batchelder reported that the RTC would be open normal hours during the holiday schedules.  He will let the Selectmen know if he decides to open up to the public the day after Christmas.  Mr. Batchelder left at 6:60pm.

6:40PM – Mr. Woodward, Jr. – Building Inspector – Mr. Woodward came before the Selectmen to discuss the issues at the Mountain View Trailer Park.  There is still a concern regarding the placement of the concrete pad for the trailer on Lot #3.  The setting of this slab is incorrect according to the specs provided at the time of the permit.  Mr. Northcott will accompany Mr. Woodward to do the inspection.  Mr. Woodward left at 6:50PM.

7:15PM – Mr. & Mrs. Bothwell – Mr. & Mrs. Bothwell came before the Selectmen to see if the Town would ever be considering to put town water up to Marlborough Estates.  They had concerns regarding where they might look for options for treatment.  They were given contact information for Granite State Water Resources.  Mr. Northcott explained where the town was in the research of a new well and he said that the town would keep them in mind as a possible options.  Mr. & Mrs. Bothwell left at 7:30pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Chairman Paight seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $86,975.44 and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

Discussion was held regarding the proposal for an easement for the Kenney Farm on Richardson Road.  Mr. Northcott asked to have the regulations reviewed in order to set up the necesasry public hearings.  

Chairman Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to renew the appointment of Mrs. Justine Torelli as Health Officer.  Vote was unanimous.

Mrs. LaPlante discussed the options for hiring a company to do the shredding of our outdated documents.  After some discussion the Board agreed to having Mrs. LaPlante work with Information Security Services, LLC to set up a date to come and pick up the material from the Selectmen’s Office, Town Clerk/Tax Collector’s Office and the Police Department.  The Board recommended that Mrs. LaPlante obtain a letter from Information Security Services stating the date and time of pick-up, names of the staff doing the pickup, and the date and time of actual disposal with personnel listed.

Mr. Northcott moved and Chairman Paight seconded to adjourn.   Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 7:55PM.
