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MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

October 18, 2004

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 pm by Chairman Northcott.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight and Mr. Robinson, and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante

APPOINTMENTS:  

6:30PM – Mr. Fletcher – Mr. Fletcher arrived to discuss the set-up for the Presidential Election at the Community House on November 2, 2004.  It was determined that the “electioneering area” would be marked off between the bulletin board and the end of the building.  This area will be roped off.  Mr. Fletcher, Mr. Robinson and Mr. Northcott will be doing a site visitation on Wednesday, October 20 to determine where the voting booths and other areas will be set up.  Mr. Fletcher left at 6:50pm.

7:00PM – Eric Swope and Donna Hanscom, City of Keene – Mr. Swope and Mrs. Hanscom came before the Board to review the Waster Water Disposal Agreement which is being proposed for the Mountain Corporation.  Mrs. Hanscom explained the Industrial Waste Water procedures.  Mr. Swope provided the Board with a copy of the permit for the Mountain Corp and requested the Board’s signatures of approval.  A copy of the completed agreement will be returned to the Town after signing by the Mountain Corporation.  

Mrs. Hanscom explained the colored dyes and zinc are problem areas for wastewater treatment.  If changes occur with the dying process or any other process requiring waste water disposal then the Mountain Corporation will be required to file a revised permit with the City of Keene.  

The inter-municipal agreement between the City of Keene and the Town of Marlborough is due to expire in 2010 and the City of Keene will be looking into some changes in that agreement.  Mrs. Hanscom will send us a copy for review.

The City of Keene will be developing a Waster Water Advisory Committee made up of representatives from the towns to help with understanding the process and changes.  Mr. Swope and Mrs. Hanscom left at 7:35pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest in the amount of $12,219.60 and $13.32.  Vote was unanimous.

Chairman Northcott brought the Board up-to-date on the attorney’s recommendation for proceeding with the Chaffee Case.

Chairman Northcott, Mr. Robinson and Mr. G. Clay Hollister, Selectman from Jaffrey did the perambulation of the Jaffrey Boundary on Saturday, October 15, 2004.

The Board discussed the schedule for reviewing the preliminary budgets for 2005 with the Budget Advisory Committee and the individual departments.  The following meeting schedule was developed:

     Nov. 8:   Highway Department & Town Clerk/Tax Collector

     Nov. 15:  RTC, Heritage, and Fire Department

     Nov. 22:  Recreation Dept., Planning & Zonning, Conservation and General Government

All session will begin at 7:00pm and each department will be give ½ hour to make their presentation.  The Administrative Assistant will notify the Budget Advisory Committee and also the department heads.
