MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


                     OCTOBER 19, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Paight.  Also present was Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:  

6:30PM –  RTC – Mr. Batchelder  - Mr. Robinson asked how the new baler was working out.  Mr. Batchelder reported that it is working out very well. Mr. Batchelder reported that there is an issue with the electrical panel that is attached to the boxcar.  He still has not heard anything from PSNH regarding moving the panel.  Mr. Robinson suggested that Mr. Batchelder get quotes for the 2010 budget from electricians to complete this work.  This is to move the panel from the boxcar to the building.   Mr. Batchelder stated he would have them for the next meeting.  Mr. Northcott said that everything looked good at the RTC.  Mr. Batchelder left at 6:45pm.      

ADMINISTRATIVE:

Mr. Robinson moved and Chairman Paight seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $6,575.52, $5,832.60, $11,564.62, and minutes of previous meeting as amended.   Vote was unanimous.

Det. LaMears brought information to the Board regarding a new issue at Corbett Creek Farm regarding inhumane conditions and also that they are still advertising the sale and breeding of dogs at the 808 Jaffrey Road residence.  Mr. Northcott will contact Attorney Serge to see if a court injunction can be issued.  

Det. LaMears also reported that he heard there was lettering on the Main Crust Pizza sign.  The Board asked him to please check on it and report to back.    Mr. Northcott will also review this with Attorney Serge.  Det. LaMears came back to report that the lettering attached is a sign advertising for Pumpkin Festival weekend.

The Board reviewed the issue of penalties for violations of ordinances or codes within the town.  Mr. Northcott requested that we research this information.  Mrs. LaPlante will search the RSA.  

The Regional Prosecutor Program was discussed.  

The Board reviewed the letter which was sent to Mr. Torelli regarding the issue of the Cheshire Fence Sign being a site hazard when turning into Roxbury Road.   The Board reviewed the layout and also the recommendations from the NHDOT.   The Board will review the plans for the intersection.

The Board reviewed a letter from Mr. & Mrs. Bohannon requesting an extension to the 30 days for a travel trailer permit.  Mr. Robinson stated that the Board can not extend the permit and that a cease and desist letter be issued.  

Chairman Paight reviewed the information received from City of Keene Waste Water on the increased BOD as a result of the Mountain Corp. adding acetic acid as part of its color pretreatment process.  We will contact Mr. Grossner at the Mountain Corp. regarding the schedule of production for the wolf shirt to see if this is going to be dropping off or a continued process.  

The Board reviewed and approved a building permit for an addition over an attached garage at 40 Terrace Street.

The Board reviewed the Lawn Care Bids.  The Board decided to split the bids.  Mr. Robinson moved to award the Gates House, Town Line, Garden Club lots across from Sunoco Station, Terrace Street and McKinley Circle, and Town Office to Personal Touch Lawn Care and to award the Library, Ball Fields, Stone Pond Beach, Fire Station and Meeting House Pound Site to R. Thomas Grounds Maintenance.  Mr. Northcott seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Northcott moved to award the cemeteries to Deb Durocher.  Mr. Robinson seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Northcott reviewed a letter from NHDES for possible funding for the Fitch Court Interceptor Slip-Lining rehabilitation project.  Mr. Northcott will contact Mr. Mercier regarding some information on this project.

Chairman Paight reviewed the Heritage Commission request for funding to fix the foundation of Gates House.  Mr. Butler has agreed to withdraw this request for this year.

Chairman Paight asked Mrs. LaPlante if the certified letter card had been received back from CFASI letter.  It has not yet been received.  

Mr. Northcott reviewed the meeting with Mr. Vernon, Mr. Hitchcock and Ms. Shaw to continue work on the Environmental Impact study that will be submitted to RDA.

The Board reviewed the status of the Grimshaw property on Troy Road and the amount of land which has been taken out of current use because the property is being used for logging business.  Mrs. LaPlante will contact Mr. Marazoff at Cross Country to see if he can measure this property so that we can issue an invoice for land use change tax.

The Board discussed the situation of being billed for animals being left at the Monadnock Humane Society by residents.  A letter will be sent to the Monadnock Humane Society regarding this issue.   

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Voted was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:35pm.
