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MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

October 20, 2003

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Gina Paight.. Also present were Selectmen Larry Robinson, John Northcott and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante

APPOINTMENTS:  

6:30PM – Mr. Heyman arrived.  Mr. Heyman up-dated the Board on the Broadband meeting.  The Town of Marlborough is out of the Broadband discussion at this time according to Mr. Heyman.  

Mr. Heyman also discussed the Time-Warner Studio status (see copy of memo attached).  Mr. Heyman stated that the towns are going to have to establish a budget line for the March Annual meeting for the cost related to the hiring of a consultant for the project.

6:35PM – Mr. Robbins, Mr. Colgate, Mr. Woodward and representative from Monadnock Log Homes arrived.  Mr. Robbins stated that he had a concern regarding the drainage system and views of the Monadnock Log Homes Project located at 1 Main Street.  The original plans shows that the property was not be built up but it has been according to Mr. Robbins.  Mr. Woodard explained the design of the parking area to the Board and that a swale has been completed at the property line.  Mr. Woodward explained the flow line of the water.  State D.O.T. was also available last week to review the issues with Mr. Woodward.  

Mr. Northcott asked Mr. Colgate if he was prepared to place a fence up for Mr. Robbins.  He stated that he would be but asked about height and location restrictions.  Mr. Robbins requested that an 8 foot fence, starting at the existing post and rail fence, going to the back corner of the building. Mr. Colgate asked if it could go to the start of the culvert.  Mr. Robbins agreed to this placement.  All parties involved agreed with the proposed solutions and left at 8:10pm.

8:10pm – Mr. Mark Houle, Manager of Mountain View Trailer Park, explained that the park owner, Mr. LeFleur wanted to improve some of the lots in the park.  Mr. Robinson explained that the original lots were grandfather therefore if any changes occur then the lost must meet the current setbacks.  If a new trailer is to be placed on the existing lot it must be exactly the same dimensions as the existing trailer.  If the foot print of the trailer is enlarged than the current set back regulations must be met.  

There was a question about where the actual boundary line was for there is a very wide stonewall bordering the property.  Mr. Robinson suggested that Mr. Houle obtain a survey to verify the boundaries of the lot.  Mr. Houle left at 8:30-m.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting as printed.  Vote was unanimous. 

Mrs. Orkins, Tax Collector, asked the Board if they anticipated any increase in the water and sewer rates for 2004.  The Board reviewed the plans for the Water Department for 2004 and agreed that there would be no increase for 2004.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to approve the expenditure of $75.00 from the Selectmen’s printing account to assist the Heritage Commission with an information brochure on the Town Pound Project.  Mr. Butler had indicated that the Heritage Commission and the Conservation Commission were each contributing $75.00 to the project as well.

The Board addressed a request from Mr. Mark Goodine to connect to town sewer at his property located at the corner of Gates Road and Old Chesham Road.  Mr. Patnode had spoken with Mr. Northcott earlier and stated that this would be a normal hook-up.  The Board instructed the Administrative Assistant to contact Mr. Goodine and let him know that this is a possible hook-up.

Gates Road issue – Mr. Patnode had concluded that the only real way to fix the wash out problem is to tar up further with a contour to direct the water.  It was suggested that a letter be sent to Mr. Gordon Trudell informing him that a petition article could be placed on the warrant for the March Town Meeting.

Mr. Belletete contacted the Board regarding the issue of the beavers down at the lower ball flats.  They have damned the brook again and it is taking over the lower field.  The Board instructed the Administrative Assistant to contact a trapper or possibly the Fish & Game Dept. to see what can be done.  

The Board reviewed the one application that was received for the position of Part-time RTC Manager.  The Administrative Assistant will set up an appointment for an interview for Wednesday afternoon, October 22nd.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to recess the meeting until Wednesday, October 22, 2003 at 3:30pm.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting recessed at 9:30pm.
