MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

             OCTOBER 20, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Robinson.  Also present was Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mrs. Paight and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENTS:

Mr. Whitney came in to report that a donation $3200 for liberty elm trees for the school property was made by Mr. & Mrs.Whitney and Mr. & Mrs. DiBiccari.  The Board thanked them for the wonderful donation.

6:45PM – Mr. Hitchcock, SVE – Discussion held regarding the layout of road at Fitch Court.  Mr. Hitchcock provided copies of the layout.  He explained the design.  Abutters have negotiated with the school for the property easements for the sidewalks and road layouts.  Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the road design as presented.  Vote was unanimous.

6:50PM – Mr. Ruehr – Marlborough School District Boundary Line Adjustment – Mr. Ruehr provided the Board with a layout of the school building property showing the well protection zone, fire lane, and parking area.  He also explained the shoreline protection area and the need for the land to meet the state criteria.  These adjustments would not change the use of the land.  The School District would own the land but the Town would have the easements.  Mrs. Paight asked about the need for a public hearing to implement this easement.  Mr. Ruehr provided a letter from the school district attorney outlining the procedure for adopting these easements.  Several options were reviewed and discussed.  Mr. Northcott asked about the schedule and need for water during construction.  The school is scheduled to open in fall of 2010.  Mr. Northcott asked Mr. Vernon, ENSR, about the schedule for drilling of the two wells after the town meeting.  Mr. Vernon estimated completion of spring of 2010.  Mr. Vernon outlined the schedule for permitting, drilling, piping of the proposed 2 new wells.  He is anticipating the timeline for completion to be in the spring or summer of 2010. 

7:25PM – Mr. Vernon – ENSR – Mr. Vernon provided a project update on the well development and maps showing possible site location.  (Copy attached).   Mr. Whitney asked about the beaver damn on the lower ball field.   Mr. Vernon explained what some of the challenges were when searching for a desirable site.  Mr. Vernon reviewed the options that can be taken before Town Meeting with estimated cost.  Mr. Hitchcock asked about having to repeat the 5- day testing.  Mr. Vernon said that this is not the compliance testing required by DES.  Everyone left at 8:00pm.

8:00PM – Mr. Spooner -  Mr. Spooner came in to report on the status of the clean up of the property at 59 Main Street.  He is now legal with the number of unregistered vehicles on the property.  This was completed as of 10/19/2008.  Mr. Northcott asked if he was considering applying for a junkyard license.  Mr. Spooner replied no.  Board will discuss the civil penalty later in the meeting.  Mr. Spooner left at 8:10pm.   

ADMINISTRATIVE:

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the manifests in the amount of $10,840.10 and the payroll manifest and the minutes of the previous meeting.   Vote was unanimous.

Discussion was held regarding clean up at 31 Jaffrey Road.  There was also discussion regarding 59 Main Street and 13 Jaffrey Road.  

Mr. Northcott discussed Mr. Bennett’s request for a fence on Frost Hill Road where the culvert comes across the street from the fire pond.  Mr. Bennett is concerned that the children who wait for the bus there might fall in.  Mr. Bennett believes that this is on the town right of way.   Chairman Robinson will look at the site and speak with Mr. Bennett.

The Board reviewed a request from Mr. Torelli to trim a tree on Underwood Road, which is blocking his view.   Mr. Torelli is willing to pay for the removal.  Chairman Robinson asked if Underwood Road was a scenic road.  It was determined that it is.  Mr. Northcott reviewed the regulations for scenic road.  This tree appears to be on the town right of way.   The Board will review this further.  Mr. Northcott asked that Mrs. LaPlante send an email to Mr. Torelli regarding this.    

The Board reviewed the contract amendments from Underwood Engineers to investigate the flow of sewer out of the trailer park.  The Board would like to discuss this further with Mr. Rushbrook.  Discussion was held regarding the increase cost for monitoring.  Mrs. LaPlante will contact Mr. Rushbrook to have him meet with the Board on Monday, October 27th at 6:30pm.

The Board reviewed the letter from the school district attorney regarding the lot line adjustment.  Mr. Northcott will review this further and report back to the Board.  

Mrs. Paight reported on the information that she received from PSNH on the streetlights.  She will look into the cost factors and report back to the Board at its next meeting.

The Board reviewed the civil penalty for 59 Main Street.  After some consideration, it was determined that a civil penalty of $500 will be implemented.  Mrs. LaPlante will prepare the necessary document.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.   Voted was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:00PM.
