MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 

                      October 21, 2002

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. with Chairman Lawrence Robinson, Selectmen, Mr. John Northcott, Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante

DEPARTMENT HEADS:

RTC – Ransom Webster arrived at 6:30pm.  Mr. Webster brought along one of the water meter reader for the Board to look at.  Mr. Webster explained that we have been having problems with the meter reader and sometimes we have to have Mr. Keating come in a read the meter for us to verify the reading.  Because this becomes a service call and an expense to the town the Board authorized Mr. Webster to purchase 2 new meter readers. 

Mr. Webster had a couple of invoices that needed to be reviewed by the Board.  Chairman Robinson told Mr. Webster to get with the Administrative Assistant for clarification of accounts.

There was some discussion regarding the Skid Steerer and the need for possible long range planning for replacement in about 5 years.  There is the possibility of putting away funds in the Equipment Reserve account for this purpose.

Mr. Webster left at 6:50pm.

APPOINTMENTS:

7:00PM –Candidates for State Representatives Anna Tilton, Peter Allen and Paul Bothwell came before the Board.  They were interested in what the selectmen would like to see happen in Concord in the future and how could they help.  They left at 7:30pm.

7:30PM – Mr. Brian McMaster of Southwest Region Planning Commission arrived at 7:25pm.  Mr. McMaster had forms for the Board to sign for the CDBG Grant for the Mountain Corp.  Mr. McMaster reported that the plans of the grant were going along well.  Mr. McMaster left at 7:40 pm.

8:00PM – Mr. David Bergeron arrived at 7:45pm.  Mr. Bergeron had a request to extend Maple Lane for the purpose of a housing development to be constructed by Asher Construction.  Discussion was had regarding the classification of the road.  There was also the discussion on who would maintain the road (Town or private).  Chairman Robinson indicated that the development and the road would have to be completed and then a warrant would be needed to determine if the Town would take over the road for maintenance purposes.  Mr. & Mrs. Blood and Mr. Ben Olsen were also present for the discussion.  All parties left at 8:15pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott  moved, Chairman Robinson seconded to approve the minutes of the previous meeting and the signed manifest.  Vote was unanimous.

The Administrative Assistant provided the Board with copies of the 2003 Budget Proposal from the Department Heads.  Chairman Robinson suggested that the Board meeting of 10/28/2002 be used to review these budgets.

The 2003 HealthTrust insurance contract was reviewed and signed.  The health insurance rates increased 5% and the Life and Long-Term Disability insurance remained the same and the Short-term Disability insurance decreased by 3.5%.

The Administrative Assistant put in a request for a new printer for the Selectmen’s office.  The current printer is beginning to need repairs.  The Board approved this purchase and Chairman Robinson will pick up the printer.

The DRA has set a date for the setting of the tax rate.  The Administrative Assistant will contact DRA to confirm.

A citizen had a complaint regarding of the cars at Ferris Wheels that are being parked along Webb Depot and also across the street.  The Board instructed the Administrative Assistant to write a letter reminding them of the possible violation of blocking a right of way.

Mr. Northcott moved, Chairman Robinson seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Meeting was adjourned at 8:55pm.
