MINUTES OF SELECTMENT’S MEETING

OCTOBER 23, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:20pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott,  Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:            

7:00PM Budget Advisory Committee Members Mr. Miller, Mrs. Rice and Mr. Hale, and Fire Chief Manning and Mr. Brake, Fire Ward  – Chief Manning explained that the major changes in the budget proposal for 2007 included an adjustment to the gasoline line and diesel fuel lines and the cost of training.  There is a slight increase in the radio maintenance budget as they currently have more radios, which were received from a state grant, and they will require routine maintenance such as batteries.    The equipment repair line is for the upgrade of equipment such as hose and air tanks.  Chief Manning also explained that the reel truck is currently out of service and that the utility truck is in need of major repairs.  The fire wards will be meeting with the fire company officers to look into grant opportunities for the replacement or update of these trucks.   Chief Manning also explained that the rescue equipment, such as the jaws of life, and also the SCBA (Self Contained Breathing Apparatus) are becoming out dated and they have applied for a grant to help replace this equipment.   Chief Manning also stated that they have left the payroll line the same as in 2006.  There was some discussion regarding our rate of pay in comparison to other departments in the area.  Chief Manning and Mr. Brake left at 7:40PM.

7:40PM – Budget Advisory Committee and Library Trustee members Mrs. Massey, Mrs. Leary, Mr. Frost and Librarian Mrs. Stephanie Chase –  Mrs. Chase outlined the library budget proposal.  There was a slight change in the payroll account due to the change in the number of hours the library is proposing to add to their current open hours.  Mrs. Chase explained that they would be open 4 additional hours in the morning but because of the schedule of the two aides they would be required to add pay for 2 additional hours.  Mrs. Chase also explained that the postage account is up because the library could not obtain a non-profit bulk-mailing permit therefore they will continue to use the town’s bulk permit.  They have not increased the number of mailings.  The Audio Visual budget line is a continuation of 2006 expansion.  Mrs. Chase reported that the library usage has increased.  They will be continuing to offer different programs for the community.  The library trustees and Mrs. Chase left at 8:05pm.

The Budget Committee and the Selectmen reviewed the schedule of the up coming meetings.  The Budget Advisory Committee left at 8:15pm.

8:20PM  Mr. Riggieri – Mr. Riggieri came before the Board to discus his building project on Shaker Farm Road North.  He needs the frame inspection completed and Mr. Riggieri stated that Mr. Woodward refused to come on-site.  Mr. Northcott asked Mr. Riggieri if hr had submitted the “as built” plans as requested at an earlier meeting.  Mr. Riggieri said that he had them with him this evening.  Mr. Robinson will set up an appointment with Mr. Woodward to go to the site for an inspection.  Mr. Riggieri left at 8:30pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Chairman Paight seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $22,479.94 and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

Discussion was held regarding the proposal for an easement for the Kenney Farm on Richardson Road.  Mrs. LaPlante contacted Ms. Rourke at Dept. of Revenue Administration regarding the process for obtaining a bond for this easement.  Ms. Rourke reported that because we had adopted RSA 41:14-a we only have to follow the requirements setup in that RSA.  Those requirements call for approvals from the planning board and conservation commission and 2 public hearings along with a vote by the selectmen after the second public hearing.  After all the hearings have been completed then we can start working with the banks to obtain the bond.  

Reviewed the public hearing schedule for the speed limit postings on Old Chesham Road and Jewett Street.  It was determined that a hearing will be held on Monday, November 6th and Mrs. LaPlante will make the necessary postings.  

Mr. Robinson discussed the letter received from Mr. & Mrs. Giguere regarding the junk at the 42 Knowlton Street property.  After some discussion it was decided that another letter would be sent to Mr. Chase.  The Board also approved the request to have the letter served by the police department as Mr. Chase has refused these certified letters in the past.  

Mr. Northcott moved and Chairman Paight seconded to adjourn.   Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:10PM.
