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MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

October 25, 2004

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 pm by Chairman Northcott.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight and Mr. Robinson, and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante

APPOINTMENTS:   None

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest in the amount of $36,915.34.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed a question regarding a fence that has been placed on a property located on McKinley Circle.  After some discussion Chairman Northcott will address the issue on behalf of the Board.

The Board reviewed the Health Insurance Renewal rates for 2005.  Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to authorize the Chairman of the Board to sign the renewal form for another year.  They reviewed some options, which are available through the Local Government Center and will continue to review various options for the future.  The rate increases were 16.9% for Health Insurance, no increase for Life Insurance and Long-Term Disability, and 1.8% increase in Short-term Disability.

The Board reviewed the proposal for a new copier for the Town Hall, which was presented by the Administrative Assistant.  There was some question regarding the annual contract amount.  Mr. Robinson asked if that annual amount would remain the same if the machine was purchased outright or would it increase.  The administrative assistant will review this question with the representative.  Also, there was the question of what to do with the old machine.  It was suggested that we run an advertisement to sell it “as is”.  There will be further discussion on that possibility.

The Board began to review the 2005 Budget Proposals that have been submitted to date.  The administrative assistant has sent notices to all department heads to let them know when they will be meeting with the Budget Advisory Committee and the Selectmen to review their budgets.  

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:55 pm.
