MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


                  OCTOBER 25, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Robinson,  Mrs. Paight, and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENTS

6:30PM –Mr. Aiken –  No Show

7:00PM–  Citizen with Welfare Complaint – No Show
7:15PM –   Mr. Yardley – Questions on property on Horse Hill Road – Mr. Yardley came before the Board to discuss the right of way to the pond on Horse Hill Road.  The Board reviewed the various maps. 
7:30PM – Ms. McBride  -   Ms. McBride updated the Board regarding the issue of keeping the fields open as part of the conservation easement.  She spoke with NEFF regarding this and they are in agreement to this.  This could be done as a side agreement or a clause in the main easement.  There was still concern regarding the conditions of a town well in the future and how this is to be written into the agreement.   Ms. McBride left 7:50pm. 

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $17, 841.00 and the minutes of the previous meeting. Vote was unanimous.

Chairman Northcott shared a brochure regarding streetlights and Mrs. Paight will contact the representative of PSNH regarding this program.

Mrs. Paight asked about a sign permit and a vendor permit for Mr. Ryan to sell Christmas trees at his home on Canada Street.  The Town does not have permit for a vendor.  He would like to place signs on 2 other properties and also on the corner of Canada Street.  The Board reviewed the sign ordinances. Mrs. Paight called Mr. Ryan with the necessary information.  

Chairman Northcott updated the Board on the status of the agreement with Ms. Adnames for the work on the Meetinghouse Dam.  Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to approve the agreement with Ms. Adnames of Clough Harbour.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed the status of the Open Space Committee and the amount of the land that is now in conservation easement.  It was suggested that the Open Space Committee be invited to attend a future meeting.

The Board reviewed the Lawn Care Bids.  The Board reviewed bids from Personal Touch Lawn Care and R. Thomas Grounds Maintenance. After some discussion it was decided to ask Mr. Wilcox to come in to meet with the Board at the next meeting to explain his bid.   The Board reviewed the bid for the cemeteries from Deb Durocher.  Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept Deb Durocher’s bid in the amount of $13,875.  Vote was unanimous. 

The Board reviewed a letter from a citizen requesting abatement for water and sewer not used in the 3rd quarter.  The Board agreed to the abatement and will contact Mrs. Orkins for a verification of the amount.

There was discussion regarding the Cummings property located on Fitch Court.  

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:45pm
