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MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

October 27, 2003

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Gina Paight.. Also present were Selectmen Larry Robinson, John Northcott and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante

APPOINTMENTS:  

6:30PM –MHD – Harry Patnode - There was a question regarding the installation of town sewer to the property located at the corner of Old Gates Road and Old Chesham Road.  Mr. Patnode informed the property owner that this must be coordinated with the Director of Public Works for the Town of Marlborough. The installation would meet all the state regulations.  Mr. Patnode felt that it was too late in the season to complete this job, as the hard pack plants would be closing down The first of November.

Mr. Robinson asked Mr. Patnode what the cost would be to tar from Gates Road up to Old Chesham Road.  He will obtain these figures and bring to the Administrative Assistant.

Mr. Robinson reviewed the CIP with regards to the Highway Department.  The Highway Department should be looking into a new dump truck for 2004.    There was some discussion regarding the funding for this truck.  Mr. Patnode indicated that the 1984 Truck needs serious transmission work and brake work will need to be completed before spring inspection.  This will be reviewed further at the up-coming budget sessions.  Mr. Patnode left at 6:50pm.

6:50PM – Mr. J. D. Morse and Mrs. Alison Woods Baker, Marl-Harris Ambulance Officers – Mr. Morse and Mrs. Baker discussed some cost issues that are being addressed by the Marl-Harris Ambulance Service.  They explained that the ambulance service has been absorbing the cost of the paramedic intercept service that is being provided by Diluzio Ambulance.  This level of service is required by our protocol hospital, which is Cheshire Medical Center.    They were suggesting a possible solution of billing the Town of Marlborough and Harrisville on a per call basis for this service.  It is understood that a special warrant article would be required for this purpose.  

They will be meeting with the Selectmen of Harrisville on Thursday evening to submit this same proposal and to make arrangements for a joint meeting between the Selectmen of both towns, Robert Diluzio, Jr. and representative from the ambulance service to help further explain the process and cost involved.  The Selectmen were supported of this action and will wait for a meeting date to be set.  Mr. Morse and Mrs. Baker left at 7:20pm.

Mr. Robinson asked the Administrative Assistant if Marl-Harris was currently paying for their phone connection at the fire station office.  She indicated that a bill is being sent to them monthly for their share of the phone bill.  Mr. Robinson recommended that the Town pick up the cost of this service, which is minimal and discontinuing billing to help them keep their cost to a minimum and reduce town administrative work.  Mr. Northcott seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to accept the minutes of the previous with corrections.  Vote was unanimous. 

Mr. Northcott spoke to the Board regarding winter up-keep of the school playground and basketball court.  Mr. Mead will need to come before the Board as further explanation is required.

The Board reviewed the State Time Line for the Annual Meeting.  The Board set times for the public hearing, February 10, 2004 for the first hearing and if a second session is needed it will be February 13, 2004.

The Board will begin reviewing the preliminary budget with the Budget Advisory Committee on Monday, November 10, 2003 at 7:00pm in the conference room at the Town Office.  At that time we will set up dates to begin meeting with the individual department heads to review their budgets.

Mr. Robinson brought up the problem at 903 Jaffrey Road.  It was agreed to contact legal council for assistance.  Chairman Paight will contact him.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:00pm.
