MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


                     OCTOBER 27, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Paight.  Also present was Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:  

6:30PM –  Mr. Barrett -  Chairman Paight asked how the payment schedule was working.  Mr. Barrett will be increasing his monthly payment beginning in November.  Chairman Paight reviewed the situation of the complaint of an automotive repair shop.  Mr. Barrett explained that this is not a business.  He is just working on his own vehicles and those of his family.  Mr. Robinson expressed a concern regarding the disposal of hazardous waste and also the hours of which he is working.  Mr. Barrett explained that he has been following proper disposal procedures and he usually works in the afternoon and early evening.  He stated that he stops work when the neighbor’s lights go out because he doesn’t want to disturb anyone.  There was discussion regarding the number of vehicles allowed on the property that are unregistered and uninspected per the town ordinance.  Mr. Robinson explained the procedure required to operate a business on the property.  Mr. Barrett explained that there is one vehicle in the garage that is currently in pieces. The Board agreed to meet with Mr. Barrett again in six months.   Mr. Barrett left at 6:50pm.  

ADMINISTRATIVE:

Mr. Robinson moved and Chairman Paight seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $11,062.00, $43,809.98 and minutes of previous meeting as amended.   Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed the status of the travel trailer cease and desist letter to the residents of 347 Main Street.    This letter will be sent out on 10/28/2009.

The Board reviewed the complaint regarding the placement of the sign at Cheshire Fence.  This sign is not in violation of the town ordinance.  Chairman Paight will send a letter to Mr. Torelli to follow-up on this issue.

Mr. Northcott reported on the information that was received from Attorney Serge regarding the Corbett Creek Farm issue.  Mr. Northcott requested that we get a copy of the report from the State Vet’s office.  We also want him to ask the Monadnock Humane Society to shut down the kennel and remove the animals.  

The Board reviewed the lawn care bids again.  After reconsideration, the Board would like clarification on how R. Thomas is bidding, such as per mowing or flat rate.  Mrs. LaPlante will contact the vendor for verification.  

Chairman Paight reviewed the letter sent to the Monadnock Humane Society regarding their new billing procedure.

The Board discussed the CFASI letter to repurchase 258 Main Street.    Mr. Robinson moved that if we do not receive payment in full to repurchase the property at 258 Main from CFASI by close of business on October 30th then the following week the Board will start the auction process.  Mr. Northcott seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Northcott reviewed the information received from Mr. Mercier of Underwood regarding the slip lining project.  There are draft letters which Mrs. LaPlante will prepare for signatures.  

Mr. Northcott reviewed the discussion he had with Mr. Karasinky regarding the need to replace the water main on Terrace Street.  This is something that will need to be put in the budget for 2010.   Chairman Paight asked if the whole street would need to done.  Mr. Northcott stated that that will be determined.

Mr. Northcott updated the Board on the status of the Main Crust Pizza Sign.  There was a misunderstanding between our attorney and Mr. Blanc’s attorney.  This was cleared up and our attorney will proceed to inform Mr. Blanc’s attorney that the sign must be removed.

 Mr. Robinson reviewed the ability to issue penalties for offensives of the zoning ordinance. Mr. Robinson also reported that there is a work session with the planning board scheduled for Thursday Oct. 29 at 6:30pm to work on the zoning ordinance changes for the 2010 Town Meeting.  

Mrs. LaPlante reviewed the Health Insurance rates for 2010.  

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Voted was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:10pm.
