MINUTES OF SELECTMENT’S MEETING

October 30, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott,  Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:            

6:30PM Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to go into non -public session to discuss personnel issues.   Vote was unanimous.

7:15PM – Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Robinson seconded to return to the regular meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

7:20PM Budget Advisory Committee Members Mrs. Rice and Mr. Hale, and Ira Gavrin, Conservation Commission Chairman  – Mr. Gavrin explained that they wish to maintain the budget as it was for 2006.  Mr. Robinson asked about the Open Space Mapping project.  Mr. Gavrin reported that this is still on going.  Chairman Paight asked about any legal fees that might be incurred during the purchase of conservation easements.    Mr. Gavrin left at 7:35pm.

7:35PM – Budget Advisory Committee and Mr. Kerber, Planning Board Chairman and Mr. Johnson, Zoning Board representative - Mr. Kerber reviewed the proposed budget.  Mrs. Rice asked about the $1/abutter fee for the secretary.  Mrs. LaPlante explained that this was in addition to the secretary’s monthly stipend for each abutter mailing that had to be prepared for the monthly planning and zoning board meetings.  Mr. Kerber provided a copy of a quote received from Southwest Region Planning Commission for the upgrading of portions of the Town’s Master Plan.  This quote was for the Traffic Chapter of the Master Plan.  Chairman Paight asked if this was the most important piece that needs updating.  Mr. Kerber and Mr. Johnson left at 7:50pm.

Mr. Northcott ,Mr. Hale, and  Mr. Robinson visited the Westmoreland Recycling Center on Wednesday, October 25, 2006 to view their operations.  

The Budget Advisory Committee left at 8:15pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Chairman Paight seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $77,220.08 and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed the time line for public hearings and town meeting.  The deadline for petitioned warrant articles is February 6, 2007.  The first Public Hearing will be held on Thursday, February 15th at 7:00pm with the second hearing, if needed, will be held on Thursday, February 22nd at 7:00pm and Annual Town Meeting will be Tuesday, March 13, 2007.  Mrs. LaPlante will prepare the notices and also send this information to MCA for the up coming newsletter.

Mrs. Kilpatrick called to report that they are ready for an inspection of their property.  Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to have Detective LaMears complete the inspection.   Vote was unanimous.  Information will be available for the board to review at its next meeting.

The Board reviewed a request from the Welfare Administrator for a withdrawal from the Hemenway Fund to assist a family with burial expenses.  Mr. Robinson moved to authorize the treasurer to withdraw the amount of $2,715.00 for these services.  Mr. Northcott seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Robinson moved to appoint Mr. Ben Rice to the Board of Southwest Region Planning Commission.  Mr. Northcott seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Northcott moved and Chairman Paight seconded to adjourn.   Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:55PM.
