MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 

                      October 7, 2002

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. with Chairman Lawrence Robinson, Selectmen, Mr. John Northcott, and Clerk Linda Duffy present. 

DEPARTMENT HEADS:

MPD- Chief Dodge reported on activities in his department.

November 10, 2002 at 10:00 a.m. Fire Arms handling to be held.  Members to meet at Town Hall then go to Paight’s pit.

Chief Dodge advised he was very satisfied with the Regional Prosecutor.  There would be no major increases except in salary.   They were looking into the possibility of adding Richmond and Harrisville.

The Police Department budget was discussed, being up $25,000.00 from last year due mainly to benefits.

The Roxbury/101 intersection was discussed due to the recent accident.  Looking into the possibility of putting an island with keep right sign.

APPOINTMENTS:

Jeff Earles of Earles, Needham & Perkins spoke with the board regarding a Statistical Analysis for the town.  His firm does pick up work for smaller towns (presently servicing 29 towns) and works with Proval.  Discussed different ways the town could better assess properties.  Mr. Earles to present a quotation, and the board could review and chose types of assessment work to be completed by the firm.  Current Land Use and Town Maps were also discussed.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved, Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the signed manifest.  Vote was unanimous.

Budgets were due from Department Heads.  Chairman Robinson to contact department heads for remainder of budgets not received.

The School Street drainage project file was discussed.  The board feels they should meet with Bill Coutts, then check with State for grant money and also have Rob Hitchcock look into this matter.

In regards to property located at 49 Water Street, the Board will check into the matter of unregistered vehicles at this time.

A meeting has been scheduled for Tuesday, October 22nd at 7:00 p.m. to meet with the Conservation Commission to discuss the Rail Trail recommendations.

In other business, the matter of insurance benefits of employees who don’t use insurance was discussed.

Mr. Northcott moved, Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The meeting adjourned at 8:30 p.m.

The Board also expressed their thanks to Ms. Duffy for taking the minutes in the absence of Mrs. LaPlante.
