MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

             NOVEMBER 3, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Robinson.  Also present was Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mrs. Paight and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENTS:

7:00PM – Budget Advisory Committee and Chief Lyons:  Chief Lyons reviewed the police department.  Chief Lyons reported that there are no major requests within this budget.  He reviewed the accreditation project.  He also reviewed the new animal control officer expenditures.  He explained the need for such a position, to free up the officers for more serious issues and also the need for a better way to transport the animals.  He also explained that $500 of this new department was previously budgeted under the Health Officer’s budget.  Chief Lyons left at 8:07pm.   

The Budget Advisory Committee reviewed the Conservation Commission budget proposal.  There were questions regarding the need for an allowance for Open Space Mapping, which has been budgeted for the previous 3 years and not expended.  There was also discussion regarding the increase in the supplies budget.  There was a discussion regarding moving the $600 for the Stone Pond basin cleaning to the highway department as this is the department which will take care of the work.  After some discussion is was decided that Mrs. LaPlante would follow up with Mr. Gavrin, Conservation Commission Chairman, regarding an explanation for the Open Space budget line.  

The Budget Advisory Committee reviewed the Welfare Administration and Assistance budgets.  After some discussion, Mr. Northcott agreed to speak with Ms. Molesky to get further explanation for her request.

The Budget Advisory Committee reviewed the Planning & Zoning Budget.  There were no changes to this budget except for the secretary’s salary.  They asked about the Master Plan update for 2009 and if there was going to be another section updated.

The schedule of department meetings was reviewed and Mrs. LaPlante will notify the department heads of their meeting date and time.

The Budget Advisory Committee left at 8:55PM.

ADMINISTRATIVE:

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the manifests in the amount of $$4,850.11 and $23,092.19 and the payroll manifest and the minutes of the previous meeting.   Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed the Lawn Care Bids.  Discussion was held regarding the possibility of splitting up some of the areas with more than one contractor.  This item was tabled for the next meeting for further review.

The Board reviewed Work Order #6 from ENSR regarding the next phase of the new well.  Mr. Northcott will review some questions that the Board has with Mr. Vernon and report back at the next meeting.

The Board reviewed a payment plan of a civil penalty for a citizen.  Citizen agreed to make 2 monthly payments of $200 and one monthly payment of $100 to complete his obligation.  

Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.   Voted was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:25PM.
