MINUTES OF SELECTMENT’S MEETING

November 6, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott,  Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:            

6:30PM Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to go into Public Hearing to discuss Speed Limit Signs for Old Chesham Road and Jewett Street.   Vote was unanimous.

6:45PM – Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Robinson seconded to return to the regular meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

7:00PM - Budget Advisory Committee Members Mrs. Rice, Mr. Miller and Mr. Hale, Mr. Ferranti, Chairman; Mr. Miner, Recreation Committee:  Mr. Ferranti outlined some of the changes to various accounts.  The Recreation Committee has added a new budget line for Red Cross Swimming lessons for 2007.  They are also going to continue with the bleacher replacements for 2007.  There was discussion regarding the on-going vandalism problem and the Recreation Committee would like to maintain the $500 for those types of repairs to allow the town to see what these problems are actually costing the town.  There was also some discussion regarding the use of Stone Pond Beach by non-residents and how could we better enforce the ordinance.  Mr. Miller asked what would be needed to increase the fine for non-resident parking at the beach?  The selectmen will look into this with the police department to review the RSA governing these fines.  There was also discussion regarding the on-going beaver problem at Fitch Court.  The recreation committee has added $400 to their budget for the removal of the beavers on an annual basis.  It was also suggested that a culvert be placed under the dam to keep the water level down.  Mrs. Rice said that this has been done in other areas and would be worth looking into.  Mr. Ferranti and Mr. Miner left at 7:40pm.

The schedule for department heads to meet with the Budget Committee was revised, as Chief Lyons was unavailable tonight due to illness.  The police department budget review has been rescheduled for November 20th at 7:00pm and the Recycling/Transfer Center has been moved to November 13th at 7:30pm.  

The Budget Advisory Committee left at 7:55pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Chairman Paight seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $20,572.96, $40.00 and $689.31 and the minutes of the previous meeting, as amended.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed the information from the Tax Collector regarding the elderly exemptions.  The Board asked Mrs. LaPlante to look into what the area towns are using.  This will be further considered for a warrant article for the 2007 Annual Town Meeting.

The Board reviewed the pictures from 59 Main Street.  After some discussion the Board agreed to send a letter to Mr. Kilpatrick accepting the present condition of the property but will not allow any further accumulation of junk on the property or the town will return to the court for action.

Mr. Northcott reported that he met with Mr. Batchelder regarding the hours of operation at the Recycling/Transfer Station and other budget items.

The Board reviewed the public hearing schedule for the Open Space Committee recommendation on the conservation easement for Mr. Kenney, 60 Richardson Road.  The first public hearing will be on Friday, November 10th at 6:30pm and the second is schedule for Monday, November 20th at 6:30pm.   Both meetings will be held in the Town Office Conference Room.

8:30PM  - Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to go into non -public session to discuss personnel issues.   Vote was unanimous.  Mrs. LaPlante was excused at this time.

9:00PM – Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to return to the regular meeting.  Vote was unanimous. 

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.   Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:05PM.
