MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


                     NOVEMBER 9, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Paight.  Also present was Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:  

6:30PM – Mr. Horne – CFASI -  Mr. Horne came in to discuss the amount of $33,500 for the repurchase of CFASI.  Chairman Paight explained the process of the balance due at the time of closing.  The deed will be processed and closing will be made final on Friday.  Mr. Horne left at 6:45pm.

6:45PM – MHD – Mr. Patnode –  Mr. Northcott asked if the sand for plowing would be purchased soon.  He reported that Metcalf Stone will be preparing the sand this week for pick-up.  The intersection of Roxbury Road was reviewed.  Chairman Paight asked about the issue that NHDOT had with the intersection.   Mr. Patnode explained that NHDOT wanted the pavement to be dug up and a drainage ditch extended to the drain by Silver Direct.  Mr. Patnode stated that he is looking for a sander for the new truck.  He said it would be about $4500.  There was discussion that the Selectmen were agents to expend on the capital reserve account and that might be a possible option.  Discussion was held regarding the manholes along Main Street that need to be repaired.  It was requested that Mr. Patnode do an inventory of the ones that need repair and get a quote for repairs.  Mr. Patnode left at 7:05pm.

7:00PM – Budget Advisory Committee- Mr. Miller, Mr. Hill, Mr. Belluscio –  The 2010 Proposed Budget was handed out to the Budget Advisory committee.  The schedule of department heads was discussed.  Mrs. LaPlante will put together a schedule and send it to the Budget Advisory Committee.  Mr. Hill suggested that we review the role of the Budget Advisory Committee.  The process was reviewed as to how the department heads present their budgets.  Mr. Belluscio asked if there has been any considerations taken regarding certain areas to see if there were any changes that could be made to lower costs.  Mr. Miller asked if it was revenue or expenditures which caused an increase in the tax rate.  Mr. Northcott explained that it was due to loss of revenue according to DRA.  There were discussion regarding various other revenue issues.  The Budget Advisory Committee left at 8:08pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $283,697.93 and minutes of previous meeting as amended.    Vote was unanimous.  

Chairman Paight reviewed that there is still the issue of the odor at Canada Street.  Mr. Robinson will bring the request of the Board to rescind the approval of the farm to the next Planning Board meeting on December 2nd.

Mr. Northcott reviewed the information found in the package from the State Veterinarians Office.  Mr. Northcott moved that he write a letter to the State Office taking issue with the issuance of a commercial kennel license to Corbett Creek Farm when her application was not complete and she is in violation of a town Zoning Ordinance.  Mr. Robinson seconded.  Vote was unanimous.  

Chairman Paight asked what the status of the Hubbard contract for updating the Emergency Management Plan.  There has been no contact from Mr. Tousley regarding this project.  

Chairman Paight asked about the status of the Grimshaw current use lien tax on the property being used for his lumber operation.   After some discussion is was determined that a current use lien tax would be completed on the estimated 6 acres, which was determined by Ms. Pinkham-Langer, Gravel Tax Appraiser, NHDRA.

Chairman Paight asked about the fuel oil and propane research that was completed.  Mrs. LaPlante reported that there were 2 companies who responded to the request.  They were Keene Gas and Swanzey Oil.  She will continue to research.  Chairman Paight will contact Rymes Fuel regarding the cost of propane.

Mr. Northcott discussed the situation of the hedges along Jaffrey Road near Library Way.  There is not any issue with the view at this intersection.  

Mr. Robinson reviewed the proposed changes in the zoning ordinances for the annual meeting.  Mr. Robinson asked how we can enforce the fine schedule.  

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Voted was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:45pm.
