MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


                     NOVEMBER 16, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Paight.  Also present was Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:  

7:00PM – Budget Advisory Committee- Mr. Miller, Mr. Hill, Mr. Belluscio and Cemetery Trustees – Mrs. Grace and Mrs. Woodward.  The cemetery budget is the same as it was for 2009.  There was a question regarding the amount in the supply line.  Mrs. Grace explained that this is for the loam used at the various cemeteries and other site maintenance.  She also explained that the repair of headstones can be an unexpected expense depending on the winter damage.  There were no further questions for the cemetery trustees.   Mrs. Grace and Mrs. Woodward left at 7:15pm.
7:15PM – Budget Advisory Committee & Recreation Committee – Mr. Ferranti, Mr. Mitchell, Mr. Bunce -   There was discussion regarding the establishment of a capital reserve fund with $1000 for the recreation committee.   Mr. Belluscio asked about the cost associated with the porta-pottys, since that line was under budget this year.  Mr. Ferranti explained that we did not use the same number of porta-pottys because of the school and well construction.  There was discussion regarding the basketball court maintenance.  There is a possibility of using the new recreation department basketball hoops at the existing playground.    There was discussion regarding the senior citizen picnic line.  There was discussion regarding the electricity line.  This expense may be partially absorbed by the school.  Mr. Miller asked about the Town Beach Maintenance budget.  The fence needs to be fixed and there is need for more sand.  Mr. Ferrranti asked if Mrs. LaPlante would look into the limitations for the sand that can be placed at the town beach.  Mr. Ferranti, Mr. Mitchell and Mr. Bunce left at 7:50pm.  

7:45PM – Budget Advisory Committee & Selectmen – Review of Welfare and RTC Budgets –  The Board reviewed the welfare budget.  At the present time this is a flat budget.  The Board reviewed the RTC budget.  There was increase in the hydro testing line because this is the year we must do the VOC testing that is state mandated.  

The Budget Advisory asked Mrs. LaPlante to send a notice to the departments who have an increase in their budget proposal for 2010 to come in with an alternative budget with a zero increase.  

ADMINISTRATIVE:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $10,113.69 and minutes of previous meeting as amended.    Vote was unanimous.  

Chairman Paight discussed the civil penalty for Mr. Spooner at 59 Main Street for the junk issues.  An invoice will be sent showing the balance due of $200 requesting payment in full by November 30, 2009.  

Chairman Paight spoke with Rymes Heating regarding the pricing for propane for the town.  She was given a price of $.40 over their cost.  After some discussion it was decided to stay with Rymes for our propane at the present time.

Chairman Paight asked Mr. Robinson where it is stated in the Zoning Ordinance the allowance of “only one uninspected unregistered vehicle” on a lot.  This was reviewed and nothing was found at the present time.  

Chairman Paight reviewed the draft deed for the repurchase of 258 Main Street. The Board will sign the deed when we receive notification that the check has cleared the bank.   The Board will send a bill to the new owner with the balance of the second issue taxes due.

Mr. Northcott asked about the plowing of Fitch Court.  This will need to be discussed with Mr. Patnode regarding a safe location for turnaround.   This is still considered a town road.  

Mr. Northcott explained how the lost revenue in the 2009 budget effected the tax rate for 2010.  

Chairman  Paight reviewed the visit to the property at 441 Main Street.  They found that this building is not properly assessed.  Chairman Paight moved to adjust the assessment of the building to $15,000 for the property located at 441 Main Street, Map 4 Lot 22.  Mr. Robinson seconded.  Vote was unanimous.  Mrs. LaPlante will prepare the necessary abatement paperwork.      

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Voted was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:05pm.
