MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

                NOVEMBER 17, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Robinson.  Also present was Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mrs. Paight and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30PM – Mr. Rushbrook and Mr. Mercier, Underwood Engineering- They reviewed the finding on the ductile iron sewer lines.  They provided a report and also provided some recommendations. (Copy on file).  There is some concern as to whether all the knife gates are closing properly and any other possible leaking problems.  It was suggested that maybe the gates be removed and insert straight pipes to re-test for the purpose of the well. Mr. Northcott asked if anyone had talked with Mr. Patnode to see if these values were ever used in the past.  Mr. Mercier stated that he spoke with Mr. Patnode and he stated that they do pump the manholes and flush the lines but no mention of actual use of the gates for blockage, etc.  Mr. Northcott asked about where we go from here in regards to the complete situation of the sewer infiltration.  Mr. Mercier explained the process of correcting the problems.  Cost estimates were provided for a system wide flow monitoring for 4 weeks.  Reviewed the contract budget status at this point in the work.  Removing of gates be done by the town crews or hiring a local contractor to do this work. The budget for testing is for work done after the gates and tees are removed.  Mr. Rushbrook advised that there is possible funding left from the original contract to do the testing if someone can be contracted to remove the tees and gates.  Mr. Rushbrook and Mr. Mercier left at 7:00pm.  
7:00PM – Budget Advisory Committee & Mrs. Orkins. Town Clerk/Tax Collector –  Mr. Miller asked it any changes occurred in the general town clerk/tax collector budget.  Mrs.. Orkins explained that there are not significant changes.  Elections and registration information is decreased as there is only 1 election for 2009 instead of 4.  Mr. Northcott explained that the COLA rate is not confirmed yet.   Mrs. Orkins asked that if the COLA rate is not left at 5.8% she would like to discuss this with the Board before her rate be changed.  She explained what some of the items are that cause her to be working longer than her established 37.5 hours.  Mr. Northcott explained the procedure of an elected official and that she could set her own hours and budget.  Mrs. Orkins left at 7:25pm

 7:30PM – Budget Advisory Committee &  Fire Wards -  Mr. Laffond, Mr. Brake and Mr. Patnode.  Chief Manning is out of town and Deputy Thomas is in the hospital.  Mr. Laffond explained that the cell phone line is being cancelled.  Diesel is being transferred from highway department budget to the fire department budget.  Mr. Miller asked about the payroll for the department.  They are proposing a 5% increase in pay rate.  Mr. Brake also explained that there is mandatory training, which is being proposed as “paid training”.    Mr. Northcott asked what the rate for a firefighter is? Mr. Laffond stated that it would begin at $9.00/hr.  New training requirements has benefited the town with a contracted instructor who is state certified.  Mr. Robinson asked about the radio repair line.  Fire Wards left at 7:45pm.

7:45PM – Budget Advisory Committee & Cemetery Trustees –   Mrs. Grace, Mr. & Mrs. Woodward, Cemetery Trustees.  Mrs. Grace reviewed the budget with the board.  She explained that they have some trees that they are watching in Graniteville.  Mr. Northcott asked about headstone repair for 2008.  Mrs. Grace stated that they have been contracted to do the work and hope that it can be completed before year-end.  Mr. Robinson asked about replanting of trees at the East Cemetery.  The lot has been seeded. The Trustees left at 7:55pm. 

The Board discussed the revision of the Conservation Commission budget.  There was discussion regarding the expenditure of funds for the tuition to the UNH Camp.  The Board would like clarification of what this camp is for.  Mr. Northcott suggested that we ask Mr. Gavrin and Mrs. Shephardson to rejoin the board to further explain.    

ADMINISTRATIVE:

Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight to accept the manifests in the amount of $25,247.58 and $130.11 and payroll manifest and the minutes, as amended of the previous meeting.   Vote was unanimous.

The Board continued to review the lawn care bids.  Deborah Durocher was awarded the cemeteries again this year.  The Gates House, Stone Pond Beach, Fire Station Lot and Meetinghouse and Town Pound will be offered to R. Thomas Grounds Maintenance. And all other lots will be offered to Personal Touch Yard Care LLC.  Mrs. LaPlante will notify the bidder.

Chairman Robinson asked about the Time Warner replacement.  Chairman Robinson will do this is Mr. Miller cannot find anyone else 

Marlborough PTA as asked about doing a raffle.  The Board has no objection.  Mrs. LaPlante will notify Mrs. Willbarger.  

The Board reviewed the information provided by the Planning Board regarding the transportation update of the master plan.  They suggested changes to the end of Route 101 and Roxbury Road, adding bump outs to two pedestrian crossings on Route 101 at the community house and painting the parking lane borders along Route 101.  Discussion was held regarding doing the Roxbury Road intersection this year.  We will contact Mr. Patnode to complete this, as there is already a curb cut permit from NHDOT.  

The Board reviewed the suggestion from Chief Lyons to line the parking lot at the town office and also the parking lot at the library.  Mr. Patnode will be contacted to do this, if possible, before snowfall.

Chairman Robinson reviewed the 2006 BOCCA Codes and we need to purchase a new manual.  This should be placed in the budget for 2009.  Need to order this now but it will be billed in January 2009.  

Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.   Voted was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:10pm.
