MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

                NOVEMBER 18, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 5:00PM by Chairman Robinson.  Also present was Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mrs. Paight and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant, Mrs. Torelli, Health Officer, Mrs. Hannan, NH State Health Officer Liaison, Lts. Laffond and Patnode, MFD, Det. LaMears, and Chief Lyons, MPD.

Lt. Laffond requested to meet with the Board regarding the conditions of 347 Main Street after a 2nd floor fire occurred earlier today.  Because of the on-going health issues Mrs. Torelli also contacted Mrs. Hannan, the state health officer to join us.

Lt. Laffond outlined the conditions found after the fire.  Due the nature of the fire the State Fire Marshall’s Office was contacted and suggested that DES be contacted.  The result of the fire was an electrical fire in the upstairs bedroom caused by a waterbed heater.  When the fire department inspected the rest of the house they found where the sewer had been flowing into the basement.  This was now capped off and connected to the 40’ trailer in the back of the property.   Mrs. Paight asked if the house was any “cleaner” than it was in June when the fire department was contacted for an odor investigation.  Lt. Laffond said it was still very cluttered and unhealthy.  Lt. Laffond also reported that the electricity was disconnected at the pole and that PSNH would not turn it back on until the furnace is repaired, and all the electric lines are thoroughly checked.  

Chairman Robinson excused himself for another meeting at 5:20pm.

Mrs. Hannan explained the procedure for getting an “administrative warrant” to get inside the house for a detailed inspection.  Mrs. Torelli explained that there have been several attempts to meet with the homeowner but she has not been successful in meeting with her.  Mrs. Hannan was concerned about entry by outsiders.  Lt. Laffond said that the house has been taped off for entry.  There was discussion regarding how to prove there is a “Public Hazard”.  Mrs. Hannan explained that this is very difficult to accomplish.  

After further discussion it was decided that Mrs. Torelli would go forward with obtaining the Administrative Warrant.  It was also suggested that the town contact LGC to see who can enter the home with Mrs. Torelli, such as Fire Chief, Plumbing and Electrical Inspectors and Building Inspector.  

Mrs. Paight moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 5:50pm.
