MINUTES OF SELECTMENT’S MEETING

November 20, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott,  Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:            

7:00PM - Budget Advisory Committee Members Mrs. Rice, Mr. Miller and Mr. Hale and Chief Lyons: Chief Lyons reviewed the proposed 2007 Police Department budget.  He explained the increase in the part-time salary budget.  This is for a proposed increase in the secretary’s hours from 15 hours to 24 hours a week beginning in September 2007.  This is to help make the department operate more efficiently by freeing up the time of the chief and the other officers for more patrolling.  Chief Lyons also explained that the NH Retirement would be going from 9.68% to 11.84% effective July 1st.  There was some discussion regarding the computer equipment increase.  Chief Lyons explained that the computer for the secretary is actually a “hand-me down” from the selectmen’s office and the department is also looking to increase the number of computers in the office for the officers to work without removing their laptops from the cruisers every time they come into the office.   There is also an increase in the Crime Star Licensing fees.  Chief Lyons explained that Mr. Hill suggested that leasing the computers might be a better option for the department to stay current.  The fuel cost and maintenance budgets were also reviewed.  Mr. Northcott asked Chief Lyons about the third cruiser and the financing options that are available.  Chief Lyons is continuing to work on the lease numbers.  Chief Lyons left at 8:00PM.  

7:45PM – Budget Advisory Committee, Mrs. Rice, Mr. Miller and Mr. Hale; and Mrs. Orkins, Town Clerk/Tax Collector:  Mrs. Orkins reviewed the Election and Registration budget items first.  There is an increase in the deputy town clerk/tax collector’s hours of 30 hours per year to help cover the hours when the town clerk/tax collector is on vacation or away at conferences or out sick.  With these extra hours she would not have to close the office hours early.  The travel line has increase significantly due to the daily travel to the bank for deposits now that the local bank office has closed.  There was discussion regarding the possibility of changing banks where currier service may be an option.  Mr. Northcott indicated that this is an option that the treasurer will have to investigate.  Mrs. Orkins left at 8:30pm.

The Budget Advisory Committee and the Board of Selectmen will meet on Monday, December 4th at 7:00pm to review the complete budget.

Budget Advisory Committee left at 8:40pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Chairman Paight seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $16,041.04 and $176.11 and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

Mr. Northcott explained the status of the bond process.  We have received the application from the NH Bond Bank and also the checklist from David Barnes of Devine, Millimet & Branch, PA for Bond Counsel Services.  We will not be able to get into the fall sale but we will be able to obtain a bond anticipation note for the Kenney Farm Easement and then sell bonds in the spring.  

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.   Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:30PM.
