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MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

November 22, 2004

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 pm by Chairman Northcott.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight and Mr. Robinson, and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante

APPOINTMENTS:   

6:30PM  - Chief Manning -  Chief Manning came before the Board to discuss the on-going issues at 449 Main Street.  There are several safety issues at this location that continue to go unresolved by the property owner.  Chief Manning sent a certified letter but it was returned unclaimed.  The Board suggested that Chief Manning put together another letter and proper law enforcement authorities will deliver it.  Chief Manning left at 6:50pm.

7:00PM BUDGET ADVISORY COMMITTEE  - Mr. Miller, Mr. Frost and Mr. Hale joined the Board of Selectmen to review Zoning Board’s proposed 2005 Budget.  Mr. Johnson presented the proposed budget for the zoning board.  There were no major increases.   This is a shared budget with the planning board.  It was recommended to increase the secretary’s salary to $1500.00 plus $1.00/abutter for all abutter mailings.  Mr. Johnson has asked to keep the Books and Periodicals account the same as last year and increase the Seminar & Workshop account to $150.00 as they have several new members who will need some training.  Mr. Johnson left at 7:25pm.  

7:25PM – BUDGET ADVISORY COMMITTEE & RECREATION COMMITTEE –Mr. Mitchell, Mr., Richards and Mr. Ferranti joined the Board to discuss the 2005 proposed budget.  The Recreation Committee reviewed the proposed increases to their budget.  An increase in the New Equipment account was for the purpose of purchasing more of the fence protection tubing and also netting to stop baseballs.  Mr. Mitchell outlined the new “Summer Program” proposal.  This is to provide a summer recreation program for children in grades 1 through 6 for 7 to 8 hours/day for 7 to 8 weeks.  They would be looking at starting the program one week after school closes for the summer and ending one week before the students return to school.  There would be organized games, arts & crafts, sports and possible field trips.  This would be a supervised program.  They are proposing a Director and support staff.  They will be doing a survey of the parents to see what the interest might be.  They will report back to the Board of Selectmen after completion of the survey.   The Recreation Committee left at 8:30pm.  

The Budget Advisory Committee and the Board of Selectmen reviewed the Selectmen’s Budget and General Government Building & Operations Budget.   The Budget Advisory Committee and the Board of Selectmen will meet on Monday, November 29, 2004 at 7:00pm to review the complete budget.  The Budget Advisory Committee left at 9:00PM.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest in the amount of $24,446.00. Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed the Hemenway Gift list, which was provided by the Welfare Administrator.  Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the list as printed and authorize the Treasurer to issue checks.  Vote was unanimous.  List will be provided to the treasurer.
