MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


                     NOVEMBER 23, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Paight.  Also present was Selectmen Mr. Northcott. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:  

6:30PM –  Mr. Swope, City of Keene, Wastewater Treatment and The Mountain Corp. -  Mr. Swope came in to discuss the situation at The Mountain Corp.  He provided the Board with a copy of a renewal permit for The Mountain Corp.  Chairman Paight asked if The Mountain Corp was working in compliance with the items in the permit.  Mr. Swope explained that they are trying to work within the confines of the permit but they occasionally have a problem with the die batch being released into the system.  He did explain that they are working on an alternative system for treating the waste water.  Mr. Swope feels that they are working in good faith to correct the situations.  Mr. Northcott asked if there were any changes to the new agreement from the previous one.  Mr. Swope explained that there are a few changes which would require some different monitoring devices.  Mr. Swope asked if the town had a gas meter for confined space gas monitoring.  Mr. Northcott didn’t believe that the town had such a meter and maybe it should be something that The Mountain Corp should acquire, as they are the source of the problem at the present time.  There was discussion about the increased BOD (Bio-chemical Oxygen Demand) readings due the acidic acid being added to help breakdown the coloring in the wastewater.  Mr. Swope explained that there was an increase in cost of approximately  $2000 per month to the town for wastewater disposal as a result of this type of treatment.  Mr. Northcott suggested that this cost increase be absorbed by The Mountain Corp and not by all the sewer users in town.  Chairman Paight asked about the administrative order for The Mountain Corp. Mr. Swope provided the Board with a copy of the administrative order for their review.  He explained the items of the order. (Copy on file).  Mr. Swope left aft 7:15PM.    

7:15PM – Mr. Buckbee and Mr. Johnson, ZBA – Reference Zoning Issue –  There was discussion regarding various issues of the zoning board.  Mr. Buckbee asked if there is information available for the ZBA to review before the December 2nd meeting of the ZBA.   There was discussion regarding the right-to-know law.  There was discussion regarding the status of Mr. Targett on the Zoning Board.  After some discussion it was determined that the Board would send a letter to Mr. Targett releasing him from the ZBA.   Mr. Buckbee and Mr. Johnson left at 7:58PM.  

8:00PM  – Mr. Ryan – Regarding Canada Street/Knowlton Street Truck Route -  Mr. Ryan would like to know what preventative measures can be taken to avoid further accidents on the truck route.  Mr. Northcott suggested that we survey the area and determine where Mr. Ryan’s property and the town’s right-of-way.   Then we can put up a series of markers to help mark the curb cut.   Mr. Ryan asked permission from the Board to remove a boulder back off his lawn which rolled there during the accident with the tractor trailer.  The Board granted permission for this to occur.   Mr. Ryan left at 8:18pm.    
Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $13,824.03, $95.90 and minutes of previous meeting as amended.    Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed a letter from Cheshire TV regarding the terms of the Intermunicipal Agreement.  There is a question of the actual date which the term expires.  Mrs. LaPlante will locate the original agreement and review for the next meeting.  

Mrs. LaPlante reviewed the load test of the generator at the town office.  We will look into this for the future. 

The Board reviewed the status of the PSNH work order for the wiring of the RTC.  Mr. Washington, Line Supervisor for PSNH will contact Mr. Batchelder to get the work order back in place.

Chairman Paight had a question from a citizen regarding placing a mobile home on a property temporarily while building a house.  The Board reviewed the ordinances.    

Mrs. LaPlante reported that there are tenants living in a shed at 24 Mountain Drive.  The Board advised Mrs. LaPlante to notify Mr. Wilber, Health Officer regarding this situation and ask him to investigate this problem.  

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.  Voted was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:45pm.
