MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

                NOVEMBER 24, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Robinson.  Also present was Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mrs. Paight and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

6:30PM Citizen – To Discuss Property Tax Issue: Citizen had concerns regarding inability to pay his taxes.  Chairman Robinson asked if he had contacted the welfare office regarding paperwork for assistance.  He has not met with the welfare administrative in the previous year.  Chairman Robinson asked if he needs an extension on them.  Chairman Robinson asked what he would like from the town.  A packet was provided for him and he will make arrangements to see Ms. Molesky.  He left at 6:35pm.  

7:00PM – Budget Advisory Committee & Recreation Department – Mr. Ferranti, Mr. Mitchell, Mr. Miner, Mr. Bunce, Mr. Chamberlain -  Mr. Ferranti explained the need for the fence repair at Stone Pond Beach area.  This is being damaged due to snow plowing for the bus turnaround.  He explained some of the other increases.  Signs regarding smoking, trash disposal, etc.  Signs regarding smoking, trash disposal, etc.  Electricity was reduced to $500 from $1000.  Review of cost on the Port-A-Potty for town beach and ball flats.  The Recreation Committee is checking into other companies for pricing.   Swimming lessons were removed because we could not find instructors for the program through Red Cross any longer.  Fitch Court maintenance is to clean up the brush etc.  The committee reviewed the need for a new shed for storage of lawnmower and gas, etc. because they would not be able to keep the equipment in the lower garage because it is within the well protection area.  Mr. Northcott will check into the regulation for storage if there is a concrete flooring with rims to cover spillage.  He believes that DES will not allow this.  Committee left at 7:25pm.  

7:30PM – Budget Advisory Committee &  Library Trustees -  Ms. Ash, Mrs. Leary and Mrs. Badrawy – Ms. Ash explained the need for an increase in the Page’s hours from 3 hours per week to 5 hours.   The increase circulation of the library has created a need for more hours to put away materials.  She also explained that the Page has assisted in other programs as well. Ms. Ash explained the various increases throughout the budget.  Left at 7:45pm
8:00PM – Budget Advisory Committee & Mr. Gavrin & Mrs. Shephardson, Conservation Commission:  Mr. Gavrin and Mrs. Shepardson arrived to further discuss the conservation budget.  Mrs. Shepardson explained that the request for $500 would be for educational material, pamphlets, etc. for the purpose of energy conservation. The Meetinghouse Dam maintenance line item, which has nothing in it at the present time, was reviewed.  Due to the letter from DES stating various violations funds will need to be added to this line to cover required repairs.  Mr. Northcott suggested that money be budgeted to have a professional engineer to work on plan.  Mr. Miller asked about the UNH Camp tuition.  Mr. Gavrin explained that one student from the 8th grade is picked to go this camp.  Mrs. Butler picks a student.  Mrs. Paight asked if this was budgeted in the past.  Mr. Gavrin explained that it was used from money in the dept.  Mrs. Paight asked if the student comes back and do anything to benefit the town.   Mr. Gavrin explained that type of curriculum the camp runs, which deals only with conservation.  There was a question of benefiting only one student in the town.  Mr. Wyman suggested that part of the requirement of the tuition is to come back and be part of the conservation commission and speak with other group.    We will contact SVE to get cost estimates for dam maintenance.  Left at 8:35pm

8:30PM – Budget Advisory Committee & Selectmen & Administrative Assistant – General Government Budget review:  Discussion was held regarding the salary increases for 2009.  The general government operation budgets were reviewed.  Mrs. LaPlante explained the changes in these budget items. It was determined that the budget advisory committee would meet with the board again on December 1st to review all the revision suggested.   Mrs. LaPlante will make the changes and will send the revised budget to the committee for review before the meeting.  Budget committee left at 9:10pm 

ADMINISTRATIVE:

Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the manifests in the amount of $12,124.39 and payroll manifest and the minutes.   Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed the letter requesting authorization to live in a camper at 347 Main Street while repairs are made to the home.  The Board reviewed Zoning Ordinance 9.6 regarding camping.  Discussion was held regarding the issues of electrical, sewer, water hook-ups.  At the present time, the application has been denied due to incomplete information and the validity of the application, as the items stated cannot be completed within the 30-day allowance.   

Chairman Robinson reported that he is still unable find a candidate for Time Warner Commission.  He will ask Mr. Miller to continue for one more meeting while he continues to search for someone to take this position.

Mrs. Paight asked about the salary increase for 2009.  Chairman Robinson reviewed the memo, which have been posted on NHLOGIN from area towns.  The area towns are considering between 2.5% to 3.5% instead of the 5.8% being considered by social security.   The Board decided that to do the calculations for salaries at a 2.5% with the exception of the welfare administrator and town clerk and police chief.   The health insurance option was discussed.  Mrs. LaPlante reported that she has not heard any real negative responses from the eligible employees.       

Mr. Northcott moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.   Voted was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:40pm.
