MINUTES OF SELECTMENT’S MEETING

November 26, 2007

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Robinson, Mrs. Paight and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant

Moved by Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Northcott to recess meeting for public hearing at 6:50pm.  Voted unanimous.

Returned to regular meeting at 7:06pm.

APPOINTMENTS:

6:30pm – Ms. Simonds, Mr. Aikens – Laurel Street Run-off Problem – Mr. Aiken and Ms. Simonds came in to follow-up on the Laurel Street run-off problem.  Mrs. LaPlante reported that Mr. Patnode cannot complete the shimming this year as the asphalt plant is closed for the season.  He also stated that he would have to rebuild the road to slope in the other direction, as they wanted.  Mr. Patnode also stated that this was not a problem until Ms. Simonds driveway was relocated.  Options were discussed regarding getting through the winter months.  Chairman Northcott will meet with Mr. Patnode at the site to review possible solutions.  Mr. Aiken & Ms. Simonds left at 6:50pm.

7:06PM – Budget Advisory Committee, Mr. Hale, Mr. Hill & Mr. Wyman – Chief Lyons, MPD Budget – Chief Lyons explained the pay raises.  He outlined all accounts.  Mr. Hale asked about the tire use.  Chief Lyons reported that they usually get two seasons out of the tires (they rotate out summer & winter tires).  Chief Lyons explained about the delayed deliver of ammunition and the significant charges.  He reported that ammunition that he is ordering now would not be delivered until late 2008.  He explained the need for a refrigerator in the evidence room and that Korvin Appliance is working with us on the item.  No other questions were asked.  Chief Lyons left at 7:40PM.

7:40PM – Budget Advisory Committee, Chief Manning and Fire Wards – Chief Manning reviewed the budget items.  Mr. Robinson asked about the fire wards salary.  He suggested that an increase be considered.  Chief Manning explained that dues have increased because the mandate to file fire reports on-line.  Chief Manning explained that the equipment line is for equipment for new members, hose replacement, etc.    Mr. Robinson asked about the pay rate for firefighters.  Chief Manning stated that the firefighters get $9.00/hr for calls and meetings.  The average number of calls is between 95 and 120.  Chief Manning stated that the number of calls has been about the same but the types of calls are requiring longer man-hours.  He also stated that the response is still good.  Chief Manning talked about truck replacement in the future such as small truck, rescue, etc.   The generator at the station needs to be replaced, as this is one of the designated Emergency Operation Centers for town.  The fire detection system in the station needs upgrading.  SWNHFMA will monitor the alarms for free at the station.  Chief Manning is also looking at a warrant article for SCBA updates.  This apparatus cost around $5-6K/unit.  He is also looking into possible grants to help with the project.   Chief Manning and Fire Wards left at 8:19pm.

8:20PM – Budget Committee – Heritage Commission – Mr. Butler & Mr. Frost outlined the budget items for the Heritage Commission.  Reviewed the accounts for Meetinghouse site, Bell Tower Site, Gates House exterior and interior upkeep.  Mr. Frost talked about the Stone Wall Initiative Ordinance, which will be in the planning stages for 2008 and ready for ordinance for 2009 town meeting.  Mr. Butler also talked about the redesigning and reprinting of placemats showing cornerstones, which will be used at suppers at the community house.  Mr. Butler & Mr. Frost left at 8:45pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest in the amount of $21,335.09.   Vote was unanimous. 

The Board reviewed the dates for the budget public hearings and town meeting.  The first hearing will be held on Thursday, February 14th at 7pm at the Elementary School and the second hearing, if needed, will be held on Thursday, February 21st.  Town meeting date is Tuesday, March 11th.  

The Board reviewed and signed the necessary bond anticipation note documents for the closing on the Iselin property easement.  

Chairman Northcott reviewed the letter from Attorney Serge regarding the junkyard licensing regulations.  This will be further reviewed and discussed at the next meeting.

Chairman Northcott reviewed the request from the American Legion to attend the First Annual Tree Lighting on Friday, November 30th at the library.  

Mrs. Paight moved to adjourn at 9:15pm.  Seconded by Mr. Robinson.  Voted unanimous.
