MINUTES OF SELECTMENT’S MEETING

November 27, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott,  Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Chairman Paight seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $11,472.50 and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed the Lawn Care Bids for 2007.   After reviewing the bids Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the bids from Personal Touch Lawn Care for all the town properties except the cemeteries and to accept the bid from Deb Durocher for the cemeteries.  Vote was unanimous.  Mrs. LaPlante will prepare the contracts

The Board reviewed the only bid received for the Water Meter Installation Project.  This project is on going and the contract will be for a one-year period.  Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to accept the bid from Keating Plumbing and Heating with stipulations regarding the schedule for repair to take place.  Vote was unanimous.  Mrs. LaPlante will prepare the contract.

6:45PM  - Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to go into non -public session to discuss personnel issues.   Vote was unanimous.  

7:10PM – Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to return to the regular meeting.  Vote was unanimous. 

Chairman Paight reported on the issue at the old quarry site on Jaffrey Road.  She has contacted Ms. Pinkham-Langer of DRA who is the sand and gravel appraiser, to go an on-site visitation of the property and report back to the Board of Selectmen.  There is concern regarding the gravel removal and also the use of current use land for commercial purposes.

The Selectmen reviewed the completed budget.  Mr. Northcott reminded the other members that we must establish the CIP Committee again and review the up coming projects.  Mrs. LaPlante reviewed the quote received from Southwest Region Planning Commission regarding the tax map updates.  These updates are required on an annual basis now to incorporate any sub-divisions and/or boundary changes.  If every map had to have some work done the total cost would be approximately $1700 per year.  The changes needed for 2006 were $625.00.  The Board also reviewed the legal budget.  The Board reviewed the Recycling/Transfer Station operation.  There was discussion regarding the switch to part-time.  

Mr. Northcott reviewed a request from the police department to carry over 2006 vacation time into 2007 due the currently workload, to be taken by the end of January 2007.  Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to allow the vacation time of the police department to be carried over and taken by the end of January 2007.  Vote was unanimous.  Chief Lyons will be asked to provide a schedule of days to be taken by each officer.  

The Board reviewed the status of 29 Water Street and 42 Knowlton Street in regards to the violation of the town’s Junk Ordinance.  

Mr. Livingston, Director of Emergency Management, has given his resignation as EMD due to a job promotion.   The Board requested that Mrs. LaPlante send a letter to Mr. Livingston, thanking him for his time and efforts.  Mr. Robinson suggested that we contact Mr. Richard Hill to see if he is interested in filling the position.  Mrs. LaPlante will write a letter to Mr. Hill.  

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.   Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:30PM.
