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MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

November 29, 2004

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 pm by Chairman Northcott.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight and Mr. Robinson, and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante

APPOINTMENTS:   

6:30PM PAULA CLEMENTE –DRA REPRESENTATIVE - Ms. Clemente spoke to the Board regarding the up-coming certification in 2006.  She indicated that the Town is on schedule with the items that need to be completed in order to stay in compliance with state requirements.  She explained that the laws have always been in place but they have not been enforced until recently.  There was discussion regarding the need for a full “measure and list” of all properties.   The Board will continue to review this information and look into ways to start preparing for the funding of a full re-evaluation.  Ms. Clemente left at 7:10pm.

7:10PM BUDGET ADVISORY COMMITTEE  - Mr. Kerber, Mr. Miller, Mr. Frost and Mr. Hale joined the Board of Selectmen to the complete 2005 Proposed Budget.  Chairman Northcott asked  Mrs. LaPlante what the dollar value was that is attached to salary and benefit items.  Mrs. LaPlante reported that the total is  $38,967.00.  She also reported that $6,230 increase is due to the estimated fuel increases, which involves both heating fuel and vehicle fuel.   The Board suggested that the Recreation Committee Summer Program proposal be removed from the operating budget and placed on the warrant for voter action.  There are areas in all department budgets that will be looked into further for possible reductions.  

There was discussion regarding how to get more information to the public regarding the budget.  The Budget Advisory Committee and the Board will continue this review on Monday, December 6.  The Budget Advisory Committee left at 10:50pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest in the amount of $9,216.86. Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed a request from Ms. Rosimos at 52 Webb Depot regarding operating a dispatching center from the home located at that address.
