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MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


                  NOVEMBER 29, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Robinson, Mrs. Paight, and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENTS

6:30PM –  Mr. Aiken – Cemetery Regulations – Mr. Aiken had questions regarding the cemetery regulations for obtaining a lot.  He asked for clarifications on some of the wording of the regulations.  Mr. Robinson explained some of the regulation regarding purchasing a lot if you are not a resident of town.  Mr. Aiken was instructed to contact the cemetery trustees to get more clarifications. 

7:00PM – CDBG Public Hearing  –    Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to recess the regular meeting and enter into the public hearing.  Vote was unanimous.  See separate minutes    

7:40PM – Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to return to the regular meeting.  Vote was unanimous.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $18,948.52 and the minutes of the previous meeting. Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed the changes to the Iorio Easement as presented by Monadnock Conservancy.  It was suggested that this be forwarded to Attorney Serge for further review.  

Chairman Northcott reviewed information on the well and the engineering.  There was also discussion regarding the possibility of needing another bid at some point in the project.  Mrs. Paight also asked about the bids for drillers.  Chairman Northcott stated that we will need to do that when the grant is approved.  

Chairman Northcott reviewed the evaluation from CHA for the Meetinghouse Dam.  The estimate for the work is between $50,000 to $60,000 plus an additional $37,000 for permitting and engineering.  The Board agreed that Chairman Northcott will contact the engineer to bill the town for the study she completed on Meetinghouse Dam.  

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:30pm
