MINUTES OF SELECTMENT’S MEETING

December 4, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Chairman Paight.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Northcott,  Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT:            

6:450PM – MPD – Chief Lyons – Chief Lyons reported that everything was going well in the police department.  He provided the board with a copy of a quote from PC Connection for the computers for the police department.  He will continue to look into the option of leasing the computers as well.  Chief Lyons left at 7:05pm.

7:05PM – Budget Advisory Members Mr. Miller, Mr. Hale and Mrs. Rice – The complete 2007 Proposed Budget was reviewed.  Various line items were reviewed and explanations were provided.  The major increases included Health Insurance at 13.3%; Retirement for general employees will be increase from 6.1% to 8.74%, with the police department increasing from 9.68% to 11.84% for the employer contribution effective 7/1/2007.  Fuel cost is still a major concern for 2007.   The Selectmen are looking into ways to reduce the Recycling/Transfer Center operations expenses.     Budget Advisory Committee members left at 9:05pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Northcott moved and Chairman Paight seconded to accept manifest in the amount of  $19,993.89 and the minutes of the previous meeting.  Vote was unanimous.  

After reviewing the input from the public hearings of November 10th and 20th and the recommendation of the Open Space Committee and Conservation Commission Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to authorize the purchase of the conservation easement on the property owned by Mr. Harry Kenney III  (Tax Map 02 Lot 005 and Map 02 Lot 038).   Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Robinson reported on the status of the junk ordinance letter to Mr. Starkweather.  Mr. Robinson received a phone call from Mr. Starkweather regarding the letter he received.  There was some concern regarding what the ordinance would allow.  Mr. Robinson explained to Mr. Starkweather that he could only have one unregistered and uninspected vehicle on his property.    Mr. Robinson stated that he waived the 14 days cleanup requirement so that Mr. Starkweather could come before the Board of Selectmen on Monday, December 11th for further information.  Mr. Starkweather did report that he has removed the open oil tank from the side yard.  

The Board reviewed the situation of Mr. Chase’s properties at 29 Water Street and 42 Knowlton Street.  The letters, which were hand delivered on October 27, 2007 by the Marlborough Police Department, were returned to the selectmen and were unopened.  After some discussion the Board requested that these letters be served to Mr. Chase again by the Cheshire County Sheriff Department.   

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to adjourn.   Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:20PM.
