MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


              DECEMBER 7, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Paight.  Also present was Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT: 

6:30PM – Mr. & Mrs. Blanc - Mr. Blanc provided the Board with a new list of expenses for consideration regarding reimbursement on the sign.  Mr. Northcott questioned the rental fee for the property.  Mr. Blanc explained that this was in lieu of payment for work that was completed for Mr. Iorio.  Chairman Paight asked if the Board had any other questions or any items that need clarification.  Mr. Robinson asked about the labor cost.  Mr. Blanc explained that there was one employee from the restaurant who worked with him on the construction and that the painting was just his hours.  Chairman Paight asked about the $205.00 that was reimbursed to them already, which was $200 for state permit fee and $5 for the town sign permit fee, at this time the check has not been cashed.  There was discussion regarding others information listed.  Mr. Blanc explained that he had not intended to upset the Board or the people of the town.  The Board will consider Mr. & Mrs. Blanc list of expenses.  Mr. & Mrs. Blanc left at 6:45PM.  The Board held a brief discussion on the items on the list.       
7:25M – Budget Advisory & Chief Lyons and Sergeant LaMears  -  Mr. Miller explained how they had been approaching the department heads for an alternative budget.  Chief Lyons explained how he felt that he could zero out the overtime and holiday budget.  He would be putting State Police on for those days.  He explained that he has already considered everything else that could possibly be cut.   Mr. Miller asked about the discretionary overtime amount in the budget.  Chief Lyons explained that this would be used for  extenuating circumstances. He used the example of vandalism at the new school grounds which might cause the need for extra hours of coverage.  Chief Lyons explained the Troop C schedule of coverage.   There is minimal coverage for Cheshire County.  Sergeant LaMears explained how the other town’s backup coverage has been lacking also because of staffing restraints.   Chairman Paight noted that the police department has gotten several thousand dollars back for the town on welfare fraud.  Chief Lyons also explained about the different grants which they have received for various types of patrols.  Chief Lyons also reviewed the Animal Control Officer budget.  The major increase is due to the new fees that the Monadnock Humane Society charges the town for keeping an animal. This was a line item in the Health Officer Budget in previous years.  Chief Lyons and Sergeant LaMears left at 8:05pm.      

8:05PM – Budget Advisory Committee &  – Mrs. Orkins, Town Clerk/Tax Collector -  Mrs. Orkins explained that part of the increase in the Election and Registration is the increase from one election in 2009 to three elections in 2010.  She also reviewed the request for a 2.5% increase in salary for the town clerk and deputy town clerk.  There was discussion regarding the election meals and other election related accounts.

The Financial Budget was reviewed. Mrs. Orkins explained that there are line items in this budget, which are shared with the Administrative Assistant.  There was discussion regarding the possibility of sending out a request for bid for the audit.   Mrs. Orkins left at 8:35PM .  

8:15PM – Budget Advisory Committee & Selectmen’s Budget Review -  The Executive office budget was reviewed.  There was a reduction of $100 from the Budget Committee supplies line.   The Board reviewed the assessing budget, the legal budget and the general government budget.  There was discussion regarding the fuel usage at town office.  There has been a decrease in the gallons used so the Board reduced the fuel line to $4000 from $5000.  

The Budget Advisory Committee left at 9:00PM.  

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $228,523.08 and $99.00 and minutes of previous meeting as amended.    Vote was unanimous.  

Chairman Paight reviewed the donation received from Cia Kenson-Devan for the purpose of maintenance for roads and trails in the sanctuary.  Mrs. LaPlante will contact DRA on how we need to proceed to accept the money.

Chairman Paight reviewed the request for an inspection station at CFASI Corporation.  There was a question of zoning compliance.  Chairman Paight will look into this further.

Chairman Paight followed up with the NHDOT letter requesting that we place a double yellow line on Roxbury Road.  She needs to contact the Bureau of Traffic.  

Chairman Paight reviewed the sample citation.  There was discussion regarding who would be authorized to issue these citations.  This will be discussed further.  

Mr. Northcott reviewed information received from Attorney Serge regarding the Corbett Creek Farm issue.  

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Voted was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:45pm.
