MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

                DECMEBER 8, 2008

PRESENT:  Selectmen Lawrence Robinson, John Northcott and Gina Paight.  Also in attendance: Harry Patnode, Road Agent and Rob Hitchcock, SVE Associates.

Mr. Robinson called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.  

Mr. Hitchcock briefed the Selectmen on the Meetinghouse Dam repairs required by the State of NH.  Mr. Patnode stated he could remove the debris near the spillway.  An excavator may be needed to remove the debris on the far side of the dam.  The State requires this be removed prior to January 1, 2009.  Before pricing the required height increase for the dam, Mr. Hitchcock will telephone the State and visit the site with Mr. Northcott.  Mr. Hitchcock reviewed the accompanying paperwork with the Selectmen.  In regards to the Gates Road culvert, Mr. Hitchcock will update the previous estimates for this repair/replacement so that the Selectmen can budget accordingly. Mr. Hitchcock made arrangements to view manholes with Mr. Patnode on Fitch Court in regard to the sewer hookup for the new school.  Discussion ensued relative to the knife gate removal at T joints in the sewer line.  Mr. Hitchcock suggested calling Steve Roberts at the State for suggestions on this repair.  Mr. Northcott noted that Donna Hanscom of the City of Keene might have a contractor list for this type of repair also.  Mr. Patnode will speak with BC Construction about the project.  Mr. Northcott noted an open test pit at the school site.  Mr. Hitchcock to contact the SAU to have it filled.  Selectmen asked Mr. Hitchcock to have a pump house cost estimate back by January 10, 2009 for budgeting.  Mr. Patnode and Mr. Hitchcock left at 7:18 p.m.

Mrs. Orkins, Town Clerk/Tax Collector, joined the meeting briefly to notarize a document.  She submitted a list of four property owners who still carry a balance from 2006 tax liens. Selectmen agreed to send letters to these property owners urging payment to avoid deeding.

Mr. Robinson shared the information he gathered on the programmable thermostats.  After discussion, it was agreed that Mr. Robinson to order two of the seven day programmable units for the town hall.

Mr. Northcott moved to accept minutes of 12/1/08 as corrected, AP manifest totaling $516,377.63 and payroll manifest totaling $3132.18.  Seconded by Mrs. Paight.  Vote was unanimous.

The Selectmen received a call questioning a gravel operation on Troy Road.  Mrs. Paight to contact Mary Pinkham-Langer at DRA.

Mrs. Paight commented that the School Board has asked if the emergency generator at the current school can be moved to the new school.  Selectmen agreed that the generator should be relocated to the new school, since the Marlborough School is documented as an emergency shelter.

Mrs. Paight suggested the Board contact Cliff Warme in regards to his replacement for water meter repairs.  Selectmen agreed.

After a brief discussion on projected fuel prices for the 2009 budget, Mr. Northcott moved to adjourn at 8:10 p.m.  Seconded by Mrs. Paight. Vote was unanimous.
