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MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

December 13, 2004

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 pm by Chairman Northcott.  Present were Selectmen Mrs. Paight and Mr. Robinson, and Administrative Assistant Sandy LaPlante

APPOINTMENTS:   

6:30PM MPD – MHD – Mr. Patnode – Chairman Northcott asked Mr. Patnode if he had any prospects regarding the purchase of a used grader.  Mr. Patnode reported that he had been to Concord and looked at the one available at the State Surplus Yard.  The grader is a 1987 and the State wants $20,000. for it.  It is a John Deere Model and has about 9000 hours logged on it.    Mr. Robinson had a concern with the number of operators that this vehicle may have had and the way in which each operator may have used the grader.  Chairman Northcott suggested that this might give us an opportunity to build up for a bond in a couple of years.  Mr. Patnode also suggested that purchasing a used grader from a dealer would also provide for better back up if something went wrong with the grader after purchase.  

Chairman Northcott asked about the fuel tank that was replaced recently.  He was wondering if it requires anything around it.  Mr. Patnode said that this tank is a double lined tank and they have placed barriers around it so that no one will back into it.  

Mr. Robinson asked about the availability of sand and salt for the Lions Club to distribute to the elderly again this year.  Mr. Patnode stated that there would be no problem with this project.  Mr. Patnode left at 6:45pm.

6:45PM – Mr. Krinsky – Mr. Krinsky asked the Board about the possibility of the Town setting up a fund to purchase large tracks of land to protect against unwanted development in the Town.  He suggested that this be funded by a $1,000,000. Bond over 20 years.  Mr. Robinson expressed concerns regarding need for affordable housing and current development, locking up land forever and also who would be making the decision on what land to purchase.  Mr. Krinsky felt that there would be a committee separate from the Conservation Commission to research land possibilities.  This committee could be either elected or appointed.  

Chairman Northcott asked Mr. Krinsky if he felt that there was enough support to prepare a petitioned warrant article to present to the town?  Mr. Krinsky will research this information and prepare a petitioned warrant article for signatures and then report back to the Board.  Mr. Krinsky was also asked to investigate various funding/financing options.   Mr. Krinsky left at 7:50pm.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the minutes of the previous meeting and the manifest in the amount of $15,495.25 and $600.00. Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed the information provided by Mrs. LaPlante regarding the cost of workers compensation coverage.  We currently use Primex for workers compensation coverage and we received a quote from Local Government Center.  Mrs. LaPlante reviewed the coverage and cost with the Board.  Primex quote for 2005 coverage was $13,300.00 and Local Government Center was $10,969.54.  There would be no change in our basic coverage.  We will be receiving a multi-coverage discount, as we now will have Health, Property Liability and Workers Compensation all through one company.  There is also a multi-year contract discount that will be provided through 2008.    Mr. Robinson moved to accept the quote from Local Government Center as presented.  Mrs. Paight seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed a request from the Heritage Commission to make more copies of the Finnish and Canadian Booklets.  The Board agreed to have those copies made in the office by the office staff.  Mrs. LaPlante will notify Mr. Butler.

Chairman Northcott reviewed the information received from Mr. Goodrich regarding the status of the Old Route 12 and the Town Boundary Line.  Mr. Goodrich has provided documentation and we are awaiting further information from NHDOT.  Chairman Northcott will update Ms. Balla on this information.

The Board reviewed the changes made to date on the 2005 proposed budget.  The Library revised budget has not yet been received.  Mrs. LaPlante will contact Mrs. Tilton, Library Trustee for this information.  

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at

9:50pm.
