MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


                  DECEMBER 13, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Northcott.  Also present were Selectmen Mr. Robinson, Mrs. Paight, and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENTS

6:30PM – MHD – Mr. Patnode – Chairman Northcott asked about the walk-through of Terrace Street with Bazin Brothers. Mr. Patnode had not completed the walk through but he was aware of some washouts which would need to be completed in the spring. Mr. Robinson asked if Mr. Patnode had met with Mr. & Mrs. Drown regarding the snow removal on the sidewalk. Mr. Patnode stated he had met with Mr. & Mrs. Drown and arrangements were made for the removal of the snow. There was also discussion regarding the status of Mill Court.   The Mountain is still working on the project and will be clearing up the roadway.

6:30PM – Ms. Adnams, Clough Harbor – Discuss options for Meetinghouse Dam –   Ms. Adnams explained that NHDES is putting a lot of pressure on all towns to be sure that all dams are in compliance with NH regulations.  She reviewed her findings and recommendations to bring the dam into compliance.  She provided three options for the Board to review in her report.  Mrs. Paight asked about the option of removing the dam completely.  Ms. Adnams stated that this could be an option but the cost might be almost the same as renovations.   This option would also require an engineering portion for permitting of the removal.   There was discussion regarding the next step in the process for preparing a request for bid for the projects.   Chairman Northcott and Ms. Adnams will get together to review all the information from NHDES and then proceed with the next step. Ms. Adnams suggested that we send a copy of her report to NHDES.   Ms. Adnams and Mr. Patnode left at 6:58pm.  

7:00PM – Budget Advisory Committee – Review 2011 Budget Proposal Updates – Mr. Miller, Mr. Hill and Mr. Belluscio – Mr. Hill asked about the diesel fuel line in the fire department.  It was reduced to $1000 from $2000.  There was discussion regarding various items throughout the budget.   The Budget Committee members left at 8:45pm.  

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $191,329.17 and the minutes of the previous meeting and the public hearing as amended.  Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed the information received from Chief Lyons regarding the quote for the computer upgrades.  Sgt. LaMears answered some questions regarding the distinction between the PC and the server upgrade.  This was reviewed for possible purchase in 2010 and remove from the 2011 budget proposal.  

 The Board reviewed the Hemenway Gift list which was provided by the Welfare Administrator.  After some discussion Mr. Robinson moved to accept the list as amended, Mrs. Paight seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Chairman Northcott explained that Ms. Hanscom, City of Keene is looking for someone to represent the town on the sewer plant update committee.

There was discussion regarding what the police department would need to do for future coverage.  Chairman Northcott will write a memo on behalf of the Board.

Mr. Robinson moved and Mrs. Paight seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:20pm
