MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING 


              DECEMBER 14, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Chairman Paight.  Also present was Selectmen Mr. Northcott, Mr. Robinson and Mrs. LaPlante, Administrative Assistant.

APPOINTMENT: 

7:00PM – Budget Advisory & Mr. Patnode, MHD –  The Board reviewed the highway dept. administration budget.  Mr. Miller complimented Mr. Patnode on arranging a budget that was flat.  Mr. Patnode also explained that they will be asking for a sander for one of the small trucks which will be approximately $5000.00.  This will be a warrant article.  Mr. Patnode left at 7:15pm  

7:15PM – Budget Advisory & Planning & Zoning Boards  -  Mr. Johnson and Mr. Buckbee – Mr. Miller asked about the increase in contract service.  Mr. Robinson explained that this is for the updating of the Town’s Master Plan.  There was discussion regarding the books and periodicals budget line. There was also discussion about the increase in the workshop budget line.  Mr. Johnson explained that because there are many new members to both boards the training is important.   Mr. Johnson and Mr. Buckbee left at 7:30pm  

7:45PM – Budget Advisory Committee & Heritage Commission -  Mr. Butler reviewed the increase in the Gates House Exterior Repair which is for the repair of a portion of the foundation.  Mr. Bellucio asked what would happen if this repair was deferred for another year.  Mr. Butler explained that the committee wanted to do the repairs in October, but no funds were available, so he feels the project has already been deferred. Mr. Miller asked what could be done to utilize the building more. Mr. Butler explained that they are trying to get more groups involved in using the building.   Mr. Butler spoke about the interpretive panels that are going to be created to be placed in the new school front hallway.  Mr. Butler explained that some of the funding for this project will be raised by donations from citizens.  Mr. Butler and Mr. Frost left at 8:30pm.  

There was discussion regarding the completed budget.  The changes will be incorporated into a new budget draft and submitted to all the committee members to review.  We will meet again on Monday, December 21st at 7:30pm.    

The Budget Advisory Committee left at 8:55pm.  

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS:

Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the manifest in the amount of $12,420.93 and minutes of previous meeting as amended.    Vote was unanimous.  

The Board reviewed the information for a public hearing on December 28 to accept a donation from Ms. Kensan Devan. 

The Board reviewed the water meter agreement with Mr. Wallace.  Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to offer a new one-year contract to Mr. Wallace for the installation and maintenance of water meters beginning January 5, 2010.  Vote was unanimous.

The Board reviewed a letter from Mr. Gordon in regards to the water meter readings at 119 Main Street.  He states that during cold weather the water must be kept running to prevent the pipes from freezing.  This is because the town water supply line is too close to the road surface where it intersects with Main Street. This situation could not be avoided during installation because of the location of sewer pipes.  Mrs. Orkins provided information regarding past billings and it was determined that this extra water usage does not exceed the minimum billing so there is no extra charges.  Chairman Paight will contact Mr. Gordon with this information.

The Board reviewed the list for Hemenway gifts which was provided by the Welfare Administrator.  After some consideration, Mr. Robinson moved and Mr. Northcott seconded to accept the list as amended.  Vote was unanimous.

Chairman Paight reviewed the documentation provided by Mr. Blanc explaining the labor and graphics cost for the billboard.  Mr. Northcott also reviewed information which he received from Attorney Serge.  The Board will contact Mr. Blanc with an offer.

Mr. Northcott moved and Mr. Robinson seconded to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 9:50pm.
